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Abstract: During 2020, the COVID-19 pandemic also affected the Republic of Serbia. It affected the
entire economy, but especially tourism as an economic activity. The impossibility of going to foreign
countries for the sake of a tourist visit, on the other hand, encouraged the development of domestic
tourism and increased attendance of domestic tourist attractions. Certainly, it should be pointed out that
the Ram and Golubac fortresses, after renovation, were opened in 2020, so that is one of the reasons for
the greater number of visitors to these cultural facilities. Middle and Lower Danube regions are an area
with cultural heritage that has exceptional artistic, historical and cultural value. The aim of this paper
is to research the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on tourism development in Middle and Lower
Danube as the axis of tourism development in Serbia. The paper will analyze tourism visitation of three
fortresses (Smederevo, Ram, Golubac), which represent the backbone and poles of tourism development
not only in this region, but also in the Republic of Serbia. The used data will cover the period of the
last three years, because tickets for Golubac and Ram fortresses were not sold before that period. The
analysis will focus on the number of tourists, the ratio of domestic and foreign tourists, as well as the
comparison between these facilities. The expected results are a higher share of local tourists compared
to foreign tourists, higher attendance at the Golubac Fortress compared to the other two locations, as
well as an increase in the number of tourists in all locations from 2020. The results of this work will be
useful to local governments, the local community, and all other interested entities.

Introduction
Middle and Lower Danube Region - geographical position

The Middle Danube region in Serbia includes the area of Grocka, Smederevo and Brani¢evo Danube
region. It extends from the left and right banks of the Danube, from Grocka to the entrance of the
Danube to the Iron Gate gorge, through the territories of local governments: Grocka (part of the City
of Belgrade), Smederevo, Pozarevac, Pancevo, Kovin, Bela Crkva, and part of Veliko Gradiste. Lower
Danube region covers the area of the Iron Gate Danube region up to the confluence of the Timok and
the Danube (Pavlovi¢, 2019).

The Grocka Danube region extends on the territory of the municipality of Grocka, from the village of
Vinca to the settlement of Seone on the territory of the town of Smederevo (24 kilometers). It is bordered
by the Danube River in the north and northeast, and the borders are determined administratively (it
borders the City of Pancevo, the municipality of Kovin in the north, the City of Smederevo in the east,
the municipality of Mladenovac in the south, as well as the municipalities of Sopot, Vozdovac, Zvezdara
and Palilula). Grocka Danube region is located at the contact of Sumadija hill and Vojvodina plain,
which gives it ideal conditions for people’s life and economic development.

Smederevo Danube region includes the area between the Danube in the north, Velika Morava in the

east and Sumadija hills in the west and south. It is actually a gently undulating lowland area of the
southern rim of the Pannonian Basin, in the northeastern part of Sumadija. The administrative borders
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are in the east the City of Pozarevac, in the north the municipality of Kovin, in the west and southwest
the municipalities of Grocka and Mladenovac, in the south the municipalities of Velika Plana and
Smederevska Palanka.

Branic¢evo Danube region occupies the area between Velika Morava in the west, the Danube in the north,
the Golubac gorge in the east and the inner Stig in the south. It covers the alluvial plain of the Danube
from the mouth of the Velika Morava until the entrance of the Danube into the Iron Gate gorge. In this
area are the territories of the City of Pozarevac, the municipality of Veliko Gradiste and a small part of
the municipality of Golubac. The microregions of Stig and Brani¢evo also belong to Brani¢evo Danube
region. Stig is a fertile region that includes the basin of the lower Mlava, and is predominantly flat in
character. BraniCevo includes the Lower Pek basin, from the Kaon gorge to the mouth of the Danube
(Pavlovi¢, 2019).

The Iron Gate Danube region stretches between the entry of the Danube into the Golubac gorge, as the
first geomorphological structure in the composite Danube valley, all the way to the confluence of the
Timok and the Danube in the Wallachian Lowland. It includes the municipalities of Golubac, Majdanpek,
Kladovo and Negotin. This area also includes parts of the Pore¢ and Klju¢ microregions.

COVID-19 and tourism

The Covid 19 epidemic has gripped the world. Even though it’s 2022, it’s still going on. It all started
in China, at the end of 2019. During the first half of 2020, the epidemic spread throughout the world.
There was almost no country that did not have at least a few infected people. The countries of the
world protected their citizens in different ways, but one that was common to most was the closing of
the borders. Almost all tourist movements were prohibited, and travel was limited to only the most
necessary.

A state of emergency was introduced in the Republic of Serbia in March 2020. In March and April, the
number of tourist arrivals in important tourist places dropped significantly, March was weaker compared
to 2019 by 50%, April was totally lost, and in May arrivals decreased in spa places by 71%, and in
mountain tourist destinations by as much as 89% (Radivojevi¢, 2020).

The recovery of tourism was only present in June, when the measures against COVID-19 were eased,
so the drop in the number of tourists was lower by 19% in spa towns and 22% in mountain towns, while
the drop in other tourist towns was slightly higher, 53%.

In the places of Middle and Lower Danube, on the territories of which the observed fortresses are
located, the situation is as follows:

The number of tourists in the area of these three administrative units increased (26.3%) even though
the COVID-19 epidemic was in it’s infancy. A decrease in the number of tourists was recorded in the
territory of the City of Smederevo (-57.8%) and the municipality of Golubac (-26.9%), while an increase
in the number of tourists was recorded in the territory of the municipality of Veliko Gradiste (84.2%).
The total number of overnight stays increased by 87.8%, namely in the territory of the municipality of
Veliko Gradiste by 139.4% and the municipality of Golubac by 33.6%, while the number of overnight
stays in the territory of the City of Smederevo decreased by 55.8%. As for the structure of tourists, the
number of foreign tourists decreased significantly (-85%), which is expected, due to restrictions on
travel to the Republic of Serbia.

The number of domestic tourists increased by 75.5%, but it is important to point out that the increase
refers to the municipality of Veliko Gradiste by 141.1%, while the number of domestic tourists decreased
in the territory of the City of Smederevo (-16.5%) and the municipality of Golubac (-16%). The number
of overnight stays in these municipalities, which is very interesting, increased in 2020 compared to
2019, by 87.8%. The municipalities of Veliko Gradiste (139.4%) and Golubac (33.6%) recorded an
increase, while the number of overnight stays in Smederevo decreased by 56.8%.

What is necessary to point out is the fact that the number of tourists who visited Veliko Gradiste jumped
sharply despite the COVID-19 epidemic. This phenomenon is explained by the fact that, due to the
impossibility of traveling abroad, domestic tourists visited bathing destinations in Serbia, which in in
this case Silver Lake, which represents only one of the several tourist values of this tourist perspective
municipality (Belij & Todorovi¢, 2018).

As for the ratio of domestic and foreign tourists, in 2019, foreign tourists accounted for 30.65% of total
arrivals, while domestic tourists accounted for 69.3%. In 2019, the city of Smederevo had a higher share
of foreign tourists (64.7%), while the other two municipalities had a dominant share of domestic tourists
in the tourist traffic, namely Veliko Gradiste 75.5% and Golubac 82.5%.

That year, a large competition of the battle of nations in medieval battles was held in Smederevo, and
this had an effect on a somewhat larger number of foreign tourists. The following year, the situation
changed significantly due to the pandemic. Domestic tourists accounted for almost the entire tourist
traffic of these municipalities. This is particularly reflected in the examples of the municipalities of
Golubac and Veliko Gradiste, where the share of domestic tourists was 94.8% and 98.9%, respectively.
In Smederevo, that number is slightly lower, 69.7%.

The situation is similar with the number of overnight stays, i.e. the number of overnight stays by domestic
and foreign tourists. In the first observed year, Smederevo has a higher share of overnight stays by
foreign tourists compared to domestic ones, 66.8%, while the municipalities of Veliko Gradiste (76.2%)
and Golubac (85.8%) have a significantly higher share of overnight stays by domestic tourists. Already
the following year, all three municipalities had a dominant share of overnight stays by domestic tourists
in the total number of overnight stays, namely Veliko Gradiste 99.4%, Golubac 97% and Smederevo
72.7%.

Middle and Lower Danube fortresses (Smederevo, Ram, Golubac)

The fortresses on the Danube represent a serious tourist potential of the Serbian Danube region. These
fortifications were built mostly along the river it’self, at the intersection of important roads, and near
large settlements. The significance of these fortifications for Serbia used to be great in terms of defense
and geostrategy, while today it is primarily a touristic significance. These fortifications are connected
by a common defensive character and history, as well as the fact that they are geographically connected
(Terzi¢, 2014).

The Smederevo fortress was built in the 15th century. It was built from 1428 to 1430. At the time of
it’s construction, it was necessary for the medieval Serbian state, because after the death of Stefan
Lazarevic, Despot Purad Brankovi¢ had to return Belgrade to Hungary. The location was chosen due to
it’s excellent geostrategic position, at the confluence of the Jezava River and the Danube. The fortress
has a triangular shape, an area of 10.5 hectares, and is considered to be the largest lowland fortress in
Europe. It consists of two parts: Small and Big Town (Vukovi¢ et al., 2017).

The small town is the core of the fortress. It has a triangular base, with two shorter sides facing the
Danube and Jezava, while the third side faces the Great City. It is separated from the Big City by a moat
with water and a wooden bridge. The castle of the despot Purd Brankovi¢ was located in Mali grad,
where he lived with his family. It is assumed that there were rooms for the accommodation of servants
and military personnel, as well as rooms for storing food and gunpowder (Pavlovi¢, 1980).

The big town was built from 1430 to 1439, and was extended between 1444 and 1453. His goal was to
protect the surrounding population from Turkish attacks. It also has a triangular base, and was protected
by water from all sides. The Smederevo fortress fell into the hands of the Turks in 1459. The Turks
later built several buildings that have not been preserved. It is believed that there was a small-scale
mosque in the center of the Great City. In the 16th and 17th centuries, Smederevo profiled itself as a
larger oriental town, which was alternately in the hands of Turkey and Austria. In the 18th century, in
the period 1718—-1739, according to the Peace of Pozarevac, Smederevo belonged to the Austrians. In
the second half of the 18th century, the Turks controlled the Smederevo Fortress except for the period
1788-1791. During the First Serbian Uprising, Smederevo was the seat of the Praviteljstvujusci sovjet, a
kind of government. However, after the fall of insurgent Serbia, Smederevo remained under Turkish rule
until 1867, when the key to the city was handed over to Prince Mihajlo Obrenovi¢ (Pavlovi¢, 1967). In
the 20th century, the Smederevo fortress managed to “survive” the big explosion that took place on June
5, 1941, when most of the fortress was demolished. At the end of the same century, a significant part of
the architectural complex was restored, and a comprehensive renovation is planned that would enable
adequate use of the fortress (Vukovic¢ et al., 2017).

The Ram Fortress is located on the right bank of the Danube, between Kostolac and Veliko Gradiste, in
the village of Ram. According to historical sources, it was built at the end of the 15th century, in 1483
by the Turks. The fortress was built for defense against Hungary. Ram had a more serious strategic
importance until 1521, when the border of the Turkish empire moved to the north. A settlement was
developed around the fortress where civilians lived (Cunjak, 2008).

The fortress was built on a rocky plateau, above the Danube it’self, in order to control navigation and
the crossing of the river more easily. After the Turks conquered the Banat, Ram lost all importance as a
border town. In the 17th century, Ram was a fortress very strong and well supplied with cannons. The
Turks held Ram until the beginning of the 18th century, when they lost it in the war with Austria. At
the end of the 18th century, the fortress was destroyed. Given that it was established that the fortress
was not rebuilt later, it is considered that the fortress was already abandoned then. In the middle of the
19th century, the Turks left Ram. The fortress was renovated in 2020 and visitors have been registered
since then.
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The Golubac fortress is located at the entrance of the Danube to the Iron Gate gorge, on the right bank,
slightly downstream from the present-day settlement. It was originally intended for defense against
cold weapons, but over time it was adapted for defense against firearms. The town of Golubac was
mentioned for the first time in the 14th century, in Hungarian charters and Turkish writings. However, it
is considered that the upper area was built in the 13th century, during the reign of King Dragutin, while
the coastal area was built in the 14th century, before 1389.

The town of Golubac had an exceptional geostrategic position. It is located at the point where the river
narrows to control the former road of Emperor Trajan. The fortress was almost impossible to approach,
because it was built on a sharp ridge. Such access allowed for complete control of road and river traffic
through the Iron Gate gorge.

In the 15th century, the Golubac fortress was first owned by Serbia, and represented a buffer zone
between Turkey and Hungary. A year before the fall of Smederevo, the fortress was returned to the
Turks. In the 16th century, the fortress was in Turkish hands, and after the Turkish conquest of Banat, it
lost the status of a border settlement. Golubac was under the rule of the Turks until 1683, when it was
occupied by the Austrian Emperor Leopold 1. After the Peace of Pozarevac, in 1718, the Turks regained
control of Golubac, which only came under the rule of Serbia after the Second Serbian Uprising, where
it remains. The reconstruction of Golubac Fortress was started in 2012. The fortress was completely
reconstructed and opened for visitors in March 2019.

Analysis of attendance at the Smederevo, Ram and Golubac fortresses

In the second half of the 21st century, the cultural tourism of the Danube region is expanding. The two
large fortresses of Lower Danube have been restored and opened for visitors in 2019 and 2020. During
the corona virus pandemic, fortresses were the main tourist attractions of this part of Serbia.

The number of visitors to these three fortresses changed during the observed three years. 2019, 2020,
and 2021 were taken as the relevant study years. According to data from relevant public companies, in
2019, Smederevo Fortress had 39,657 visitors. This figure only counts the number of tickets sold for
the Small Town of Smederevo Fortress, while the entrance to the Big Town is not charged, and for that
reason there is no record of the rest of the tourists. In the same year, Smederevo Fortress hosted the battle
of the nations, a medieval fighting competition that attracted tourists from all over the world. According
to the estimates of the tourist organization of Smederevo, the event was visited by about 20,000 people.

The Golubac Fortress was opened in March 2019, and according to the data of the Public Enterprise
“Golubacki Grad-Fortress” by the end of the year, the fortress was visited by 120,000 people. In 2019,
Ram Fortress was still under renovation, and there were around 7,000 unofficial visitors at that time. The
following year, despite the epidemic, Golubacka and Ramska forts recorded a significant increase in the
number of visitors. According to official data, 137,620 people visited Golubac Fortress in 2020, while
50,000 tourists visited Ramska Fortress. The Smederevo Fortress recorded a decrease in the number
of tourists in 2020, and it was visited by 26,121 people. Next year, in 2021, the Ram and Smederevo
fortresses record an increase in the number of tourists compared to 2020. Ram Fortress was visited by
60,000 tourists, and Smederevo by 31,899 tourists. Golubac Fortress recorded a slight decrease in the
number of tourists in 2021, and the total number of visitors was 130,866.

Regarding the structure of visitors, the largest number of tourists are domestic tourists. These are mainly
visits by student excursions, groups of pensioners, students, as well as families with children. Of the
foreign tourists, the Golubac Fortress is mostly visited by tourists from the United States and Canada,
via river cruises, and there are also Romanians, Hungarians and Poles. Ram Fortress is visited mostly
by tourists from Romania, Austria, Germany, Italy, Turkey and France, while Smederevo Fortress
is visited mostly by tourists from Hungary, Russia, China, Israel, Bosnia and Herzegovina, North
Macedonia and Romania.
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The Golubac Fortress stands out compared to the other two. There are several reasons why this is so:
Quality marketing

Quality traffic infrastructure

Favorable traffic and geographical position

Diversity of content

Attractiveness of the location

The Smederevo Fortress as a tourist location has disadvantages in the form of the lack of accompanying
content and proximity to an industrial zone, while the Ramska Fortress has a slightly less favorable
traffic and geographical position and a less developed traffic infrastructure.

In the following period, works are planned on the additional restoration of the Smederevo Fortress, as
well as on additional contents for tourists. Another problem that Smederevo has is the lack of piers for
passenger ships, so passengers from cruise ships can not stop by the Smederevo Fortress.

Conclusion

The fortresses in the Middle and Lower Danube represent the basis of the development of tourism in
Serbia during and after the COVID-19 pandemic. The COVID-19 pandemic caused Serbian citizens
to stay in their country. Domestic tourism organizations tried to take advantage of this by promoting
domestic tourism. Golubac Fortress is one of the destinations that fully utilized the opportunity and
promoted itself as one of the most attractive destinations in Serbia. The Ram Fortress, opened in 2020,
also took advantage of the new situation and established itself as one of the most important sites on the
map of cultural and historical monuments of Serbia. The Smederevo fortress did not fully manage to
take advantage of the opportunity that arose. The problems associated with this fortress have not been
fully resolved, which has led to slightly lower attendance compared to the aforementioned fortresses.

In the following period, it is necessary to connect these tourist values into one unit, that is, a tourist route.

In this route it is possible to add Lepenski vir, as a Neolithic site, Fetislam fortress, and Viminacium, a

Roman site. In order to make the most of the potential that this route has, several problems need to be

solved:

1. Infrastructure (connect these localities with a new high-quality road, build river piers, etc.)

2. Marketing (promote this route in different ways)

3. Add new contents attractive to tourists

4. To connect tourism with other economic activities, which would stimulate the development of the
whole economy

The number of domestic tourists is significantly higher than the number of foreign tourists in the
observed period, the Golubac fortress as a new location, promoted in the right way with a lot of content
has the highest number of visits, while the number of tourists does not increase in all three locations, but
mostly stagnates.
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
