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REGIONAL CONSCIOUSNESS AND THE REGIONAL IDENTITY
Summary
Region is a geographic term that is used in various ways among the different branches
of geography. In general, region medium-scale area of land or water, smaller than the

whole areas of interest (which could be, for example, the world, a nation, a river basin,
mountain range, and so on), and larger than a specific site or location. A region can be
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seen as a collection of smaller units or as one part of a larger whole. Regional identity
is an term to describe an individual's comprehension of him or herself as a discrete,
separate entity. This term, though generic, can be further specified by the disciplines of
psychology and sociology, including the two forms of social psyhology. In sociology
and political science, the notion of social identity is defined as the way that individuals
label themselves as members of particular groups (e.g., nation, social class, subculture,
ethnicity, gender, etc.). It is in this sense that sociologists and historians speak of the
national identity of a particular country, and feminist and queer theorists speak of
gender identity. Identity has played a functional role in social movements. By
emphasizing a group identity, social movements have sought to strengthen politically
oppressed groups both by improving members' sense of confidence and by
familiarizing the external society with the existing social group. However, national or
ethnic identity is sometimes also tied to demagogy, leading to ethnic or religious
conflicts. We analyze geographic aspect of regional consciousness and regional
identity. Some aspects of regional approach in analyzing of terms transcend the direct
and simple perception of geographic space and replace it with a constructed view of
geographic region. Geographic region consists of physical-geographical and socio-
geographical components, and also regional identity of everyone who feels that is an
integral part of the geographical territory and society.
