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Abstract: In 2010 Serbia faced with many social, economical and political issues such as the economic crisis,
unemployment, uncertain candidate for membership in the European Union, cooperation with the International War
Crimes Tribunal in The Hague and others. Recurrences of the past are still being felt in the political than some of
the European Union with Serbia. Serbia has a long way toward permanent membership, and to intensify regional
cooperation in Southeast Europe (SEE) through active membership in regional organizations and initiatives.
Although this region for many years been burdened with the past and lack of understanding among nations, the
steppes of integration is still achieved and is still stricken by stereotyped comparisons with a barrel keg, and so
damn yard. The aim of this paper is to point out some directions for further development of the region and review of
the circumstances that have contributed to this state, to show the events of the past who may be a message for the
future.

Key words: geographical position, Serbia, The Balkans, European Union, regional cooperation, regional initiatives.

Introduction

Geographical position of Serbia is determined by its location in the Balkans peninsula
and that fact has large influence on the business flows and social development of Serbia and
its neighbors. These influences arise from the specificities of the geographical position of
the Balkans and its multiethnic, multi linguistic and multicultural character. On the other
hand, the evolution of the socio-economic structures have also influenced on the properties
of the geographical position, that is, it changes intensity and range and has established
gravitational and functional hierarchy.

Serbia extends on the territory with diverse physical and geographical characteristics
and also with natural resources. From the big macro—regional units, South—ecast part of
Panonian plain belongs to Serbia and also middle part of Balkans peninsula, which meet on
the line of the Sava—Danube direction. Thanks to that position .Serbia extends in the middle,
geo—strategic focus of Balkans .that is very important because of the easy passing through
(the valley of Morava and Vardar) and traffic network in this part of Europe. On the terri-
tory, large morpho—tectonic and morpho—structural units of the peninsula are met: Panonian
and Ponts basin, Dinarides, Sarids, Carpathians, Balkanides and Rodops.

Complex geographical, geo—strategic and geo—political position of Serbia is funda-
mental factor which directs the courses of the social development from the Paleolithic,
through Antic and Middle Age till the first decades of the 21 century. In the ethnic and con-
fessional issue, this territory is contact zone of Slavic, Hungarian—Finnish, Romanic and
Illyrian nations (gabic' & Milin¢i¢, 2009; Milinci¢, 2001; Pavlovi¢ & Sabig, 2004).

Political significance of geographical position of Serbia, as the transit zone among
Central-European and Panonian, East-European—Pontian, Aegean, Front-Asian and East—
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Mediterranean and also and North—African space is manifested, through history as the cate-
gory of priority. Through history, this position has been changed .Depending on political
situation in Europe; it has got or lost its significance. Through the centuries, that was the
area where the borders have been created. During the whole Middle Age and the existence
of medieval Serbian state, in this area, the interests of different peoples were crossed, relig-
ion and civilizations. Christianity has been divided into two churches, Catholic and Ortho-
dox, and later there were the wars among powerful empires (Milin¢i¢, 2001).

Thanks to the general properties of morpho—structures of the regional and mezzo—re-
gional relations (Sava and Danube compound) and forming of hydrographic net (zone of the
convergation of five large and rich with water rivers Danube, Sava, Tisa, Begej, Tamis)
South-east part of Panonian plain is 'European Punjab' or 'European Mesopotamia' (Sabi¢ &
Milinéi¢, 2009).

Because of historical and political circumstances on Balkans, in European, political
and scientific circles, till the beginning of the 21 century it is considered as the area of the
conflicts of peoples and civilizations. However, the situation is little different today, but
there are still some political circles which, consider the Balkans space as the relapse of the
nineties of the 21 century. It's one of the reasons why they accept, political very suspiciously
changes and express doubts in the common European future of the Balkans peoples. Com-
paring Balkans peninsula with dark part of the world, the barrel keg and damn yard (Stoja-
novi¢, 1995) points that it is the zone of the conflict or conflict territory, in which, only in
the last century, there were two World's wars and several regional confects (Sabi¢ & Milin-
¢i¢). Nationalism, as an 'evil cob', lives as a 'parasite' in this region based on the intolerance
among Balkans peoples during the centuries, with multiplied historic threads (Bozilovié,
2003). But, they are connected with geographical position and directed to each other (Pav-
lovi¢ & Sabi¢, 2004).

Review of the Circumstances in Serbia and the Balkans after the fall of Socialism

While two military and economic forces ,Germany and France, confronted through
history, succeeded, after the Second World War, to begin new phase of the mutual relations,
in the same time, Balkans states torn among NATO pact, Warsaw pact and Non—aligned
movement, did not try to find common language to overcome intolerance (Vajdenfeld,
2004).

In the past, the ideas of the multilateral cooperation and integration on the Balkans
were not autochthonous, but it appeared as the expression of the wider international situa-
tion. In the period of the 1913-1990, only twice, they succeeded to gather in complete politi-
cal structures .It was at the Balkans Conference 1930-1933 the Conferences of Ministers of
the Foreign Affairs 1988-1990 (Dogani¢, 2004). The fall of the Berlin wall, disintegration of
the Soviet Union and destruction of the communism which followed n the East of Europe,
but also globalization, with all positive and negative implications (economic, social, cultural

While in the developed European countries, political institutions have been develop-
ing during hundred years, till today's modern structures, in which they are very efficient, the
first attempts to in creating contemporary institutions ,in ex—Socialist Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia, they have started ,with political and economic reforms, at the beginning of
1990s. The reforms of the previous socialistic system have been started, but it failed because
Social Federal Republic of Yugoslavia was in debts. The reforms in that party caused its
disintegration and the focus of the reforms have been moved at the level of the federal units.
Party and political head of that country noised that their way, with all cosmetic changes,
could not be used any more. For that reason, there were several options for the solution in
which course; social-economic development of ex-Yugoslavia should be directed. Some of
them saw the solution in capitalism, while the others believed that the third way is possible,
which was combination of the best characteristics of socialism and capitalism.

Because of the beginning of the reforms, stable exchange rate and opening the coun-
try towards the world, in 1990, the standard of living was improved. Positive courses of the
development were very short and population remembered 1990s as the last year of the
common life 'fellow' nations of the six republics and two provinces, because, the following
year, its disintegration has happened. The process of the reforms and democratization in So-
cial Federal Republic of Yugoslavia could not withstand 'competitions' with national pro-
grams. Many political and economic decisions, which had been put use the carpet for dec-
ades, appeared in the full strength, when the authority of the governing party started to
weaken (Begovi¢ et. al., 2008). In the republics of the former Social Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia strengthened nationalism which, with the assistance of foreign factors got to the
disintegration of the common state. From 1991, in Serbia, negative political and economic
trends brought to the destruction of the gross national product, the fall of the real value of
the earnings, reduction of employment and technological backwardness. All of that caused
the numerous negative trends and processes which encouraged social and economic de-
struction of the state very intensively Disintegration of Yugoslav market 1991, the begin-
ning of the wars and sanctions of UN towards SR Yugoslavia and economic policy caused
hyper—inflation in 1993. That year, gross national product was bisected in relation to 1990
and inflation was, besides constant price freeze, in December 1993, and January 1994 broke
the world record for the period after the Second World War. Economic power of the popu-
lation is reduced to minimum and it caused the terrible fall production and consumption in
all the sectors. With economic measures 1994 inflation were liquidated and economic activ-
ity has been revived. The political events in Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina in the
summer 1995 and conclusion of the Dayton Agreement ended the conflicts in that part of
Balkans. Abolishing of the trade sanctions, at the end of the same year, made that Serbia felt
relief, but the political situation has not been changed. After the conflicts in Kosovo and
Metohia, unsuccessful diplomatic mediation was followed of the West and bombing of Ser-
bia in the period May—Jun 1999. As the consequence of the ruining and interruption of the
economic activity and many companies. National product is reduced for a fifth in relation to
1998. The structure of the production has been changed, because the participation of the in-
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dustrial production has been reduced and especially metal, electro and chemical and civil
engineering. The participation of the agriculture, traditional services and energetic have
been increased. Serbian economy has been returned in the pre—industrial period, at the place
where it was a half century ago. The political crises, followed by the wars, refugees, peace
agreements and engaged of the peace forces in Bosnia and Herzegovina and Kosovo and
Metohia, have also had influence on the economic situation in neighboring states: Bulgaria,
Romania, Albania (Sabi¢ & Pavlovié, 2008). After bombing and the political events in Ser-
bia (Begovic¢ et. al. 2008) new political and economic course of Serbia has been started.

With new political and economic concepts and experience from the West, Serbia, af-
ter 2000, started with building of new institutions. The main role in encouraging the reforms
has had The World Bank and International Monetary Fund which, because some failures in
some European countries, accepted Serbia as an opportunity to do their best. Because of
that, they provided technical knowledge and financial resources, because Serbia was in short
supplies with that. They also encouraged continuity of political and economic reforms. Al-
though, the Balkans state left socialistic system and started with new course, there is very
weak connection between Balkans states concerning economic and cultural fields, because
mentality of people has been changing very slowly. All Balkans states are faced with differ-
ent problems brought by the democratic reforms whose aim is to make modern 'absolute'
Balkans states. The beginning of the new 'Global Age' demands from the Balkans states to
be transformed from 'isolated' to 'opened', to be included in' European family'. Globalization
and 'Global Age' have brought the changes in the relations of the states in the region liber-
alization of the market, the influence of the multinational companies on the local and re-
gional economies, increase of direct foreign investments and implementation of the infor-
matics technology in the production and ,in general, development of informatics society.
New World Order brought new values and significant and radical changes in all the coun-
tries in the world in the field of political, economic, social and cultural development, espe-
cially in the countries of Central, East and SEE (Takeuchi, 1985; Camagni, 1991; Rodwin &
Sazanami, 1991; Doling & Koskiaho, 1994; Sassen, 1994; Badcock, 1997; Gospodini, 2006;
Hubbard, 2006; Hermelin, 2007).

Serbia, like the other 'East' states is faced with economic problems whose implica-
tions have been felt in all sections of the life.(life age, standard, natural movement of popu-
lation, migrations, unemployment, planning of family, identity etc) what is analyzed in nu-
merous scientific works (Wectawowicz, 1997; Medvekov & Medvekov, 1999; Wieliner,
1997; Pucher, 1999; Sykora, 1999; WieBner, 2000; Tammaru, 2005; Timar & Varadi, 2001;
Kostynskiy, 2001; Mading, 2003; Kiss, 2004; Steinfiihrer & Haase, 2007; Oufednicek,
2007). The Balkans states are faced with moving the population to the city agglomerations
in hope to provide the existence, regional polarization, the influence of the World's crises,
on the monetary policy of Serbia, poverty, increasing unemployment, and the so on.
(Gligorov, V. et al., 1999; Stojkov, 2000; Gr¢i¢ & Ratkaj, 2003; Brujan, 2005; Goéler, 2005;
Sabi¢ & Pavlovié, 2005; Gréi¢ & Ratkaj, 2006; Pavlovi¢ & Sabié, 2008; Sabi¢ & Mihailov,
2007). In order to overwhelm the relapse of the past and to increase economic corporation, it
is very significant that the regional countries make stronger their democratic potential, to
cooperate in solving open issues and, in that way, to make progress in security at the Bal-
kans (Sabi¢ & Pavlovié, 2009).

Regional Challenges: The Approach of the European Union to the Balkans and
Regional Initiatives

Multilateral initiatives on the Balkans, till the end of 70ies of the 20 century, meant,
first of all, the issue of the border security, territorial integrity and the defense. The eco-
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nomic and cultural cooperation were suppressed to the second plan for the decades. There
are numerous reasons for the absence or weak cooperation among the Balkans states: non-
existence of tradition of the multilateral cooperation, economic un-development, unsolved
local and regional disputes and conflicts ( especially disputes concerning position and hu-
man rights of the minorities), noticeable differences among the Balkans states related to the
issues of political economic ,national and the other interests. Peripheral position of the Bal-
kans in relation to the main integration in Europe has also contributed to 'inertness' of the
states concerning any kind of cooperation. Very often, the association of some states from
the Balkans, viewed from non—members, seemed to be as the association which threatened
their interests.

Moving from 20 to 21 century was denoted by the changes in the approach of the
European Union towards the Balkans. Politics of the stabilization and association is initiated
by the European Union in order to help the Balkans in forming the economic frame for the
relations with the Union. This process has brought new relations which help each state par-
ticularly at the Balkans to be developed in its own tempo and according to the requests of
the membership of the European Union (Pattena, 2004; Sabi¢ & Pavlovi¢, 2006). Taking
into consideration economic and social circumstances in the republics of the former Yugo-
slavia, there is a long way in front of them to achieve the membership in the European Un-
ion concerning general security. The only countries, which solved the challenge brought by
the reforms, are Romania and Bulgaria. From 1 January 2007, they have become the mem-
bers of the European Union. To replied to that target, the other countries in the region (with-
out Greece and Slovenia), with help of European Union, through the process of the stabili-
zation and association, are preparing to become the candidates (Algieri, 2004).

At the Summit in Zagreb, held 2000, European Union offer to the countries from the
Balkans the vision of the common integration (Pattena, 2004). Although, the Balkans did
not succeed to realize the level of the integration which could achieve, it made a step from
the stereotypical comparison with the barrel keg (Stojanovi¢, 1995). The fact, which gives
hope, is the process that the integration has not been interrupted is that the first time in his-
tory, the states of the region defines the same aim—European integration (Pavicevi¢, 2005).
The Balkans states, because of the economic un-development, are not in the position to re-
alize cooperation with well-developed countries based on the equality. Trade has very spe-
cial position in that cooperation concerning that trade with European Union, for all the Bal-
kans states, is more significant than the regional trade. For the Balkans is characteristic very
law level of business connections and the participation of the regional trade in the total trade
of the Balkans countries is, very often, lower then 5%. Exceptions are the former republics
of Yugoslavia which have significant business flows. The law level of business relationship
caused the realization of the numerous the bilateral agreements about free trade, in order to
increase mutual economic integration, as integration of the Balkans with European Union
and the World.

All the countries in the region, from 2001, express the readiness to run process of
making the zone of free trade. Seven countries (Albania, Macedonia, Bulgaria, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Romania, Croatia, Serbia, and Monte Negro) signed 27 June 2001, memoran-
dum for trade liberalization but, there have not been any intensifying of cooperation.” Mer-
chandise, capital and services, trade liberalization would, indirectly, make progress in eco-

® In 2009, the states in the region, has the fall of import and export because of the consequence of the world's
economic crises. The best way for the economy recover is related to liberalization of trade and more high-quality
economic cooperation. In 2009, Serbia found the market of Central European Free Trade Agreement for 30%
export and, with all the countries, except Croatia and Moldavia, it had surplus. In the last year, Serbian export was
2.7 billions$ what was 27% less in relation to 2008. Import trade had a fall, 30% and it was 1.3 billion$. Besides
reduction in the foreign trade, Serbia has realized, with regional countries, surplus, 1.4 billion$, In exchange, raw
materials have been dominated.
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nomic development of the Balkans, create the conditions that the Balkans countries attract
the foreign investments and increase competitions and efficiency of the national economies
and besides of the commercial facilities. The Balkans countries did not increase the export
in the Union market, because of the economic un-development, weak competitions, and in-
consistency with the standards and quality of merchandise and services in European Union.
Instable market and business environment has influenced very negatively on the foreign in-

vestors.

Traffic role of Serbia requests progress of the regional cooperation through building,
modernization and using traffic system. Transit would be directed to the alternative direc-
tions (over Romania and Bulgaria) what would be large economic loss for our country. Co-
operation is possible in the field of tourism, agriculture, energetic, nature conservation and
other fields.

The Balkans states are, in the field of bilateral and multilateral relationships and eco-
nomic cooperation, realize noticeable progress. Positive changes are present in political,
economic and administrative reforms, while the least move has been made in the field of
law, institutions, nationalism and corruption (Lov¢anski, 2005) and, besides noticeable pro-
gress, very serious remarks are addressed to the Balkans, related to the work of the democ-
ratic institutions and power sharing, full respect for the human rights, suppression of the or-
ganized crime and corruption.

Unfortunately, in 21 century too, we are witnesses that there is no states' borders for
crime, it operates not only at regional level but intercontinental, and it is a global problem.
The positive effects of the fight against crime can be increased by the implementation of the
conventions of the European Council and the United Nations, and regional cooperation of
Prosecutor's Office and Police. Joining to the Union can make progress in cooperation of the
neighboring countries and solving the present problems: ethnic, territorial, technological etc.
Progress, which has been realized in the sense of approaching to European Union, is not
good enough to make possible all the answers to the economic and political challenges.

The regional initiatives make easier communication among people and create new
networks for the contact of political and economic subjects from the states in the region
(The Initiative for the Cooperation in SEE, The Pact for Stability in SEE and Process of the
Cooperation among the states in SEE (Lopandi¢, 2001; Algieri, 2004; Mini¢ & Kronja,
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2007). Besides of economic and political approaching to the European Union, the coopera-
tion at the Balkan is initiated by the foreign pressures — from the European Union and the
other relevant factors of International Community. The common problems of the Balkans
states (limitations of the national markets, economic un-development, high unemployment,
corruption etc) as nearness of neighbors increase need for the integrations at the Balkans.

Conclusion

The conditions in the transition are specific to each country of the Balkans (Sjoberg,
1991; Sjoberg, 1999). Croatia and Bosnia—Herzegovina was hit civil wars 1991-1995. Ser-
bia and Montenegro were first affected by the sanctions, and the 1999 crisis in Kosovo and
NATO bombing. After the political changes 2000, Serbia is restored in international institu-
tions, and economic relations are stabilized. In 1997 Albania almost faced with the collapse
of institutions, and Macedonia inter—ethnic tensions and problems of transformation of po-
litical institutions. After the political changes in Serbia 2000 the goal foreign our policy has
become the first normalization and improvement of relations between national institutions,
influential and neighboring countries. Albania in 1997 was faced with the collapse of state
institutions, and inter—ethnic tensions and the Macedonia issue of transformation of political
institutions. The crisis in the region, with moving hot spots, lasted through the last decade of
the 20 century and continued in the first decade of the 21 century, unconstitutional
independent state of Kosovo 17 February 2008.

After the political changes in Serbia 2000 the orientation of Serbia has been normal-
izing and improving relations between national institutions, influential and neighboring
countries. Such commitment accepted in international relations: the principle of peaceful
settlement of contentious issues, good neighborliness and the inviolability of borders.

Serbia became a member of international organizations and larger number of regional
initiatives. In the first decade of the 21 century Europe is still viewed Serbia as a society full
of contradictions. Such a position contributes to the issue of Kosovo status and relationship
to the International War Crimes Tribunal in The Hague. Regardless of the problems facing
Serbia are regional and European integration (Sabié¢ & Pavlovi¢, 2008). The processes of
European Union integration means meeting strict economic and political conditions, and
above all, the implementation of reforms, achieve economic growth, stabilizing democracy,
strengthening market institutions and establishment of rule of law.

Serbia is situated at the crossroads, where the "West moves to the East', and 'East to
West' (Rudi¢, 1994). The development of Serbia focused on open borders, i.e. free circula-
tion of capital, goods, passengers, culture and technology. With most neighbors, Serbia have
concluded many agreements, which address issues necessary for intergovernmental relations
and matters of status, movement and material interests of legal and natural persons (Sabi¢ &
Pavlovi¢, 2008). Besides the general positive effects, a number of initiatives are not fully
help the Balkan countries to ensure integration at the European level, nor have they affected
the substantial change in the political and economic and social situation in the region. Given
the specific geopolitical position, Serbia has a more active role in regional cooperation,
which would simultaneously achieve internal and external political and economic stability.

The European Union is a challenge in which Serbia sees the possibility for the har-
monious development and stabilization conditions. Through participation in European inte-
gration, Serbia will help solve many problems.
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
