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Introduction

From the position of geography, globalization can be defined as the
process of transforming of the geographic layer of the Earth into a comprehen-
sive global system-geosystem. In the historical development process, mankind
was transforming from ultra-heterogeneous population into a comprehensive
socio-ecological organism. Idea of globalization in contextual understanding is
a need of mankind to achieve a uniform system of control over the overall re-
source base — planet Earth. Until the industrial revolution, mankind as a con-
glomerate of separate parts (i.e. autonomous populations, such as subethnos,
ethnos, superethnos), used this resource based on the principle of territorial dis-
tribution, and now establishing a unique social-ecological system (and not a
conglomerate) of global scale which integrates a unique system of resource
utilization and a unique planetary resource base. Concretely, we can say that
the global geographic sphere, as a unified system, do not contains isolated sys-
tems in its composition any more, i.e. such countries or territories, or signifi-
cant ethnic or religious groups, which don’t have economic, informational, po-
litical and other relations with any other territory. Globalization reflects the
process of establishing of the wholeness of the world system. Geographical
view of the world cannot be seen simply as the sum (totality) of physical-
geographical, social-geographical, regional-geographical, geopolitical and oth-

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er systems, but as a comprehensive geographic system which operates by its
own laws. Unity of urban, communicational, economical world system also
assumes such a category, such as wholeness. In this regard, geopolitics of glob-
alization based on the ideology of global sustainable development is spread.

Globalization as a process of creating a global civilization

The idea of globalization is not the product of a new era, neither of
economic thought only. Tendencies of expanding of the world religions and
great empires and ideologies were followed by shifts of global geopolitical pro-
jects. Western civilization has knew four such projects (IlaBnenko b. B., 2011):

— The first - the Latin (Catholic) project with the center in Rome, namely
in the Roman Catholic Holy See in the Vatican;

— The second - capitalistic (Protestant) project with the center in London.
The Third - liberal (imperialistic) project with the transition of project
center in the United States after World War II.

— The Fourth - western (Anglo-Saxon) or by Kautsky "ultraimperialistic"
project which after the collapse of Hitler's Germany integrates a whole
"West". New York became in 1945 the "world center", and US became
a "world policeman" in the Western project of the "new world order".
Russia has also undergone several geopolitical projects. At the time of

the baptism of Kievan Rus it was only a part of the northern Slav periphery of
the Byzantine project. In the second stage, Moscowian Russia as a new form of
Russian statehood idea unites Orthodox project formula of the Third Rome and
geopolitical legacy of the Golden Horde. The third project is the concept of the
Peter the Great "Russia as a European empire" with the center in St. Petersburg.
The fourth was a Soviet project based on Marxist theory of the state and the
idea of communism as a global process with its center in Moscow. After
"desovietisation" occur the projects of "perestroika".

Civilizations have a tendency to spread, too. Brodel has pointed out that
the spread of civilization inevitably leads to conflicts. Considering the history of
the Mediterranean he concludes that "remains only a conflicts of civilizations",
which boils down to the conflict between East and West (Brodel F., 1995, s.
100-102). S. Huntington pointed out that the differences between civilizations
inherited differences between ideologies as possible causes of future conflict of
civilizations (Huntington P. S., 1996). Today is not present just one concept of
globalization, but conflict of concepts of globalization - Western civilization sees
this process as the "Westernization" or "Americanization", but it can be spoken
about "Asianization globalization", "Islamistization globalization", "regionization
globalization", etc. It is clear that the process of globalization is not territorially
uniform - he has a dominant center, periphery and semi-periphery. Center of
globalization includes countries and supranational institutions and integrations
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which makes its logistics infrastructure, and therefore referred as - "global play-
ers". Leading global players comes from the Trilateral: U.S. - EU - Japan. There
appears the newly industrialized countries (NIS), among which are Asian "Little
Tigers" (Taiwan, South Korea, Hong Kong, Singapore), and more recently the
"Great Tigers" (countries of BRICS: Brazil, Russia, India, China, South Africa),
but with the dominant role of the United States which specifies the "rules of the
game". Periphery of globalization is that part of the globe in which the attributes
of globalization are exogenous, they are imported. Semi-periphery of globaliza-
tion involves a group of countries where socio- economic and political elite ac-
cepts the goals of globalization as endogenous, and the other social classes - as
exogenous, usually as a symbol of "Westernization".

Urbocentric model of the Western civilization in pre globalization period

Cities are the "pearls" of civilization. All great civilizations has city-
centric model of development. Modern global civilization which is forming,
also have urbocentric architecture (I'uuh M., Cnyka H., 2006). In many coun-
tries there are million-cities, where a large share of the urban population is con-
centrated. In most cases these are the capital cities, or primary cities that are
most important but do not have the function of capital. Starting from the ideas
of J. Tienen and 1. Wallerstein, F. Brodel was formulated one of the rules of
existing of civilization as the world - economy: "In the center of the world -
economy is a city" (bpoxens, 1992). In other words, the world - economy is
always "spinning" around certain center which determines the basic tendencies
of activities. This fundamental setup serves as a basis for the formation of city-
centric concept of developing of "cultural landscape" of any civilization. An-
other important setting is that the city simultaneously represents independent
complete organism and a part of a broader spatial economic system, of which
the largest, most complex and latest by the time of occurrence is the world sys-
tem, whose core is the Western world-economy (Wallerstein 1., 1985; 1990).

Starting from 15th century, global market economy has undergone a
series of space-time phases. Each of them has their own center where was con-
centrated financial, technical, and particularly cultural power. Initiative in cre-
ating the modern system of world-economy belongs to Europe. Economic and
financial focuses of globalization have emerged as a direct result of the suc-
cessful activities of the Euro-Atlantic civilization for several centuries that led
north-western Europe and later U.S. to world domination. It is characteristic
that in the Western (Euro-Atlantic) civilization precedence always had econom-
ic interests over the geopolitical. At the stage of general crisis of feudalism,
European cities begin to separate from its nearest rural environment and gradu-
ally starts to involve in the wider trade exchange. At this point in the center of
European scenes was Bruges who became one of most enterprising cities. Here
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originated textile district which had a leading role in Europe, and in 1309 estab-
lished the famous Bruges stock market, which has become the center of a com-
plex money trade. Later was developed activity of Hanseatic League of cities
which is formally formed at the end of the 14th century including up to 170
cities. Its tenacity results from the common economic interests based on the
trade in the hinterland from Novgorod to Lisbon (Muponenko, 1995; 1997). At
that time occur a set of international centers, closely connected with each other
on an economic basis within large regions, which can be considered as a primal
form of the modern phenomenon of the cities network.

According to I. Wallerstein, in the era of agrarian capitalism and incep-
tion of the world—economy, leading position in the European world-economy
takes alternately number of cities. From the middle to the end of 15th century,
the key commercial and financial center of the continent was Venice, which has
become an important node of terrestrial and maritime communications. City is
connected by trade routes with fertile Lombard plain and Central Europe, and
was led transit trade of Europe with the Levant and North Africa. A similar
mediating role had Dubrovnik between its Balkan hinterland and the Mediter-
ranean. Yet, the Mediterranean as the primary field of maritime trade to the
15th century gradually loses its importance due to "fear of Turkey". Displace-
ment of the trade routes to the west, to the Atlantic Ocean caused the decre-
ment of Venice era. Due to the great geographical discoveries Antwerp became
a springboard to exploitation and rearrangement of America, a sort of nucleus
for the inclusion of new regions in the European world-economy. The growth
of trade relations, including transcontinental, demanded the development of
credit and financial spheres. Under the new conditions comes a rise of Genoa,
which like Venice loses importance of trade and shipbuilding center, but gets
the role of European distributors of payment. The main financial center of
Genoa became Bank of San Giorgio, which dealt with international credit oper-
ations and the city gets the role of the financial arbiter of Europe.

At the stage of industrial capitalism and the development of the world
economy, leading role takes Amsterdam. The importance of the city is closely con-
nected with the "golden century" of the Netherlands. Ending the first bourgeois
revolution in the history and creating the Republic of the United Provinces has
caused the rapid economic and cultural development in the 17th century. Republic
was characterized by super-urbanization, rapid progress of manufacturing produc-
tion and has an elastic market for agricultural products. Amsterdam is gradually
formed as the most important commercial and financial center of the country and
of the capitalist world. The city became base of the largest fleet in Europe which in
the mid-17th century almost twice exceeded the fleet of England and France taken
together, and played important role in international trade and diversification of co-
lonial expansion. Amsterdam soon became the capital of the vast empire of the
Dutch who ruled territories in Southeast Asia, America and Africa.
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After one and a half century, the position of the ruling world trade na-
tions took over the United Kingdom due to the industrial revolution and the
subjection of the trading capital to the industrial capital. In the so-called phase
of economic expansion, which implies inclusion in transnational (global eco-
nomic) exchanges not just economically most developed countries, but also a
number of other countries, the center of the world economy became London,
which risen as the capital of the biggest metropolis, the focal point of the indus-
trial revolution and the center of international trade and financial operations.
London became one of the world's largest port, storage terminal and intermedi-
ate center of the European trade with overseas countries, and it is considered to
be leading shipping market in the world. Even greater significance in "the era
of free trade", largely based on the gold standard, gets by conversion London in
world investor and creditor. City centralizes funding of the whole British for-
eign trade and led a complex and extensive network of financial institutions,
which include not only the United Kingdom and the British Empire, but the
entire capitalist world. Here is located the Bank of England, management
boards and the offices of the five largest global depository banks, the so-called
Big Five banks, the banking houses of Rothschild, brothers Lazaro, Greenfely,
departments of large U.S. and European banks. The London fund stock market
was the largest in Europe in terms of total trades and the amount of securities
released in the circulation. However, between World War I and the Great De-
pression of 1930, London loses dominance due to changes in the world order -
"Pax Britanica" is replaced with "Pax Americana".

In the late 19th and early 20th century with the expansion of economic
space and the growing complexity of the whole organization of the global econ-
omy, changes in the composition and hierarchy of management centers of the
world-economy is accelerating. In uniform leadership of London and the preser-
vation of the important role of already established international centers such as
Paris, Rome, Vienna, in Europe stand out Berlin, Manchester and St. Petersburg.
But at the very beginning of the 20th century in the global arena enter rapidly
growing American cities, primarily Chicago and New York. Unencumbered by
needs of servicing colonial possessions and due to the arriving the mass of immi-
grants, they are dynamically develop as an industrial centers and actively partici-
pate in shaping world trade and currency system. New York is rapidly trans-
formed in not only the largest city in the United States, dominant in the industry
and finance, but also became the main link in connecting the country with the
outside world. Through it goes almost half of the entire U.S. foreign trade
(Kpynnejmme ropona, 1987). Therefore, the decline of the role of Britain and the
rise of the United States after the Great Depression has left no doubt about the
global city leader. According to F. Brodel, New York reached the top of the hier-
archy of centers of world—economy in 1930. For the first time in the history of
the world of market economy its city-core is moved outside of Europe.
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An important feature of the epoch of industrial capitalism becomes "lay-
ing the foundation" of the polycentric system of world-economy. A number of
towns lose their leadership positions, but still maintains a significant economic
impact within the large regions, as well in the world in general. In the first half of
the 20th century, arise new urbocentric structure of the world-economy. At al-
ready recognized leadership of New York in the world-economy, his rival and
partner at same time is London.

In the fifties of the 20" century became an important Rubicon in develop-
ment of geo-economic and geo-political area of the world, as well a global system
of cities. One of the most important qualitative movements has become transition
of economic advanced countries to the formation of post-industrial society. D.
Bell, one of the founders of the theory of post-industrial society has noted: "The
industrial society is primarily processing, energy and mechanical technology is
used to produce goods. Its main resource is the capital, the main figure - entrepre-
neur-capitalist. Post-industrial society — that’s the organism in which telecommuni-
cations and computers perform an essential role in the production and exchange of
information and knowledge. Its main resource is the information, the main figure -
scientist" (bemn, 1984). Furthermore, there are some new geopolitical circumstanc-
es. Starting from 1945, increase the openness of the economy, complexity of mar-
kets and connections, decolonization and inclusion of large territories of develop-
ing countries in the international distribution of labor, and a number of other mo-
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ments, created an objective need for a new major urban centers of "competitive"
local, national and regional markets of different profile. As a kind of natural con-
ductor, the mechanism for this is the process of urbanization. One of the epochal
events in this regard was the active involvement of the Asian region in the world-
economy system. Based on the Japanese "economic miracle", quickly is formed a
powerful new focus of concentration of population, economic and transnational
activities - Tokyo. Consequently, in the last quarter of the 20th century world-
economy has a new structure with three leading regions-cores (U.S., Europe, and
Japan), each of it is led by the city-leader (New York, London, and Tokyo).

Formation of an international “the archipelago of cities”

The next phase of development of the world-economy many researchers
referred as "international" or globalization. Modern city is at the forefront of cul-
tural globalization (Xemm u mp., 2004; Robertson, 1992). It performs the main
functions in the management of global flows. In this way, as noted by M. Cas-
tells, "if it is in the industrial phase the primary actors of world relations was state
- nation, it is in the present epoch - the city" (Castells, 1994). In the post-
industrial era in the world are happening contradictory tendencies: at the time
when production is dispersed throughout the world, services are even more con-
centrated in a relatively small number of cities. Thus, the process of globalization
creates a kind of "demo-ecological fragmentation" of world area. In certain cities
is created concentration of social wealth, and in the other - concentration of de-
mographic potential (Ciryka, 2002). Megacities in develop countries are symbol
of power; while in developing countries represent a symbol of hope for many
immigrants. Another paradox of the modern era consists in the fact that globali-
zation is always related with the localization. This is indicated by R. Robertson -
one of the creators of the theory of cultural globalization. He notes: "Globaliza-
tion implies not only delocalization, but also re-localization, which already de-
rives from economic calculations. “Global" in the literal sense of the word cannot
produce anyone. Just those companies which produce and sell their products on a
global scale, they are forced to develop local connections, first, by producing and
perfecting their products in specific local conditions, and second, by taking re-
sources for its global symbols from local culture, thanks to which these symbols
become alive, obvious and well sold. "Global", if the word is translated into ordi-
nary language, means "in many places at the same time", i.e. "translocal” (Rob-
ertson, 1992). This fact is extremely important for the understanding of the real
position of the city in the modern organization of the world. In other words, there
is no such concept as a single global city. Globalization encourages the renova-
tion of the cities on the specific basis of intercity relationships and creating net-
works of unlimited size. Thereby, especially because of the benefits of entering
foreign markets and use of resources, relationships between cities of different
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countries become more firm than between them and the "hinterland" (boon-
docks). Such principled new constellation of cities has received in the scientific
literature special title "the archipelago of cities".

Networking of urban centers into functional and complementary poly-
centric urban systems is characteristic for the European Union and North Ameri-
ca. The main holder of the integration process and increasing the territorial cohe-
sion of the European Union are networked cities and multi-modality corridors.
Urban systems and "clusters" of internationally available metropolitan regions
and its environment (the system of cities, towns and rural areas) are being
formed. Process of "Metropolitan clustering" is based on exploiting the comple-
mentarity of the city and the region in order to achieve a critical mass sufficient
for raising activities and services up to the next level. Urban "axle" of the Euro-
pean Union makes a huge geographical area of global significance, which some
called "Blue Banana" or "Pentagon" which is bordered by metropolis of London,
Paris, Milan, Munich and Hamburg. Within this zone has developed a number of
metropolitan regions and systems of cities (Randstad, Rhine-Ruhr). Outside this
zone there is a number of important centers with growing economic impact, such
are Barcelona and @Qrezund (Copenhagen- Malmo) (Mahlbye, 2000; ESPON,
2004). Secondary axle is consist of major cities of Central and Eastern Europe
(I'pamh M., Ciryka H., 2006). Plan of European Spatial Development Perspective
(ESDP) classifies European cities into three categories - international, national
and regional cities. Urban areas / centers of international importance are divided
into three groups. The first group consists of the global cities of London, Paris,
Munich and two more cities which will in future attract high-level functions,
primarily commercial services - Frankfurt and Amsterdam. The second group
consists of metropolitan regions - Randstad, "Flemish Diamond", Rhine-Ruhr,
Rhine-Main, Hamburg, and West Midlands. These regions strengthen their inter-
national position and radically changes economic structure by investing large
money to overcome the problems of restructuring of old industries. In the third
group are the capital cities - Copenhagen, Stockholm, Madrid, Rome, Lisbon,
and also Berlin, Vienna and Helsinki with special functions of "entrance gates",
through which is establishied connections between Western, Central and Eastern
Europe, and also new EU member states.

Network of global cities

Inside the "world-economy" as wholeness, there is a network of cities
that are centers of the great players of globalization: global cities. Such cities,
as the brains of transnational business and international services (marketing,
distribution, design, planning...), have great power to control and manage the
world's economic and political trends. They are "fulcrum" for global capital. J.
Friedman has introduced the idea of world cities in his "world city hypothesis"
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(Friedmann J., 1986). He has related urbanization with an international division
of labor, in other words, locality with the world economy. The newer term
"global city", with a special focus on London, New York and Tokyo, is defined
as a global unipole (networked world city), center within the "Center", in which
is located "control group" as the main carrier of globalization. More broadly, it
is nodal of new "network society", which was built through a combination of
computers and telecommunications (Castells M., 1996). In recent times it talks
about "global network of connected cities" (Sassen S., 2001), and "network of
world cities" (Taylor P., 2004).

As a first attempt, starting from the level of "civilizational importance",
N. Sluka proposes for studying four basic cross-section of global urban space or
global "urbosphere"-geo-demographic, geopolitical, geo-economic and socio-
cultural. In the global socio-cultural space stands out an unusually important
"layer" of historical-cultural centers, which represents the treasury of the whole
of humanity and gravitate toward basic civilization regions of the world. It is the
most inert and most conservative element of the global urban structure without
explicit hierarchy. In contrast, based on the demographic parameters stands out
the group of cities with the most dynamic character of development. Large ag-
glomerations and mega-cities are growing fast in the highly populated develop-
ing countries, especially in Southeast and East Asia. Right here, as we have al-
ready noted, is located the world center of the growth of demographic potential
of the cities and reserve of available workforce. Global network of geopolitical
centers consists of capital cities, each of which are focused and concentrated
primarily on national resources and interests, as well as centers of localization of
the most influential international intergovernmental organizations. Based on de-
velopment of relations within a democratic society some cities consolidate their
position on account of the accumulation of institutions in the most active sector
in geopolitics - international non-governmental institutions and the self-
organizing middleware groups, capable for organized and responsible collective
action in protection of important social interests (for example New York). From
the point of view of urbocentric concept, we can talk about bipolarity of geopolit-
ical space. It is well known that the global geopolitical functions are concentrated
in a relatively small number of cities in Europe and the United States, primarily
in Brussels, London, Paris, New York, Strasbourg, Geneva, Vienna, Helsinki and
other (Anheier H., 2002; Taylor P., 2004).

System of widely understood economic centers is characterized, above all,
by diversity of types of cities, which are usually stands out in accordance of aspects
of the social division of labor. By its composition, subordination, and the system of
intercity relationships and connections, this is the most complex "layer". It’s
formed from "sub layers" of cities with different functional orientation.
Polyfunctionality and special importance in the world economy correspond to the
complex and absolute leadership of agglomeration. But, such centers in conditions
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of globalization also take resources from the global city network. In its develop-
ment, they rely on the potential of a larger set of specialized cities of regional and
national ranking, which include industrial, financial, educational, scientific, re-
search, recreational, communicational, and other centers. In numerous and diverse
group of "auxiliary" cities are port cities, which perform the function of imple-
menter of specific materially and merchandise flows, including the largest Rotter-
dam, Singapore, and New York. Urban structure of the world looks different from
the position of each "layer", and has its own characteristics of organization and
centers of the growth of international importance. "International cities" must have
special importance and activity in all structures of contemporary network of major
cities of the planet - demographic, economic, political, and cultural and thus serve
as islands for the formation of transnational urban systems. In this case is paradox
that in the permanent extension and expansion of the global city network of the
planet, the spectrum of "respected" international cities is quite narrow. With regard
to the qualitative evaluation can be said that their "higher command group" repre-
sent only London, Paris, Tokyo and New York. The second echelon consists of
several cities in the United States (Washington, Los Angeles and Chicago), Europe
(Brussels, Milan, a group of cities of the Ruhr, and Frankfurt am Main), Asia (Sin-
gapore and Hong Kong) and Latin America (Mexico City and Sao Paulo).

Global system of Oligopolises

High concentration of functions in a small number of the largest agglom-
erations - enables and creates the need for further researching of formation of plan-
etary cities system from positions of economic theory of oligopoly. Oligopoly is
seen as a dominance of large companies in the production and in the market. This
theory denies the monopolistic nature of modern capitalism, because in every sec-
tor of the economy is not dominant one, but several large companies. Contempo-
rary global urban system is also being developed in the direction of oligopoly, and
we can talk about the phenomenon of oligopolises (from Greek "Oligos" - a few,
and "polis" - city), which implies dominance in the world economy of relatively
small number of major cities. Author of one of the first papers in this direction is
D. Gimeno (1997). Not all cities are able to perform the function of consolidating
the global economic space, which provides the basis for the hypothesis of the for-
mation of a global system of oligopolises. Creating global competitiveness of the
cities is based on the development of functionality and affordability. In this process
we must not forget that the quality, comfort and living conditions play a significant
role in attracting investment and business elite, and in addition to the economic
components also play an important role: the availability and transport, the envi-
ronment, natural resources and landscape, cultural heritage, education, and social
infrastructure (Mahlbye, 2000).
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According to principled scheme three key subsystems in an areal con-
centration of global cities are distinguished: North American, Western Europe-
an and Asia-Pacific, with the leading role of New York, London, Paris and To-
kyo. In other regions of the world, only individual centers represent the catego-
ry of global cities: In South America - Sao Paulo, Rio de Janeiro and Buenos
Aires; in Africa — Johannesburg; in Australia - Sydney (I'amh M., Cioyka H.,
2006; Aosutrasuesa U. U., Uieuna U. B., Ciiyka H. A., 2011).

—  Western European subsystem of global cities has a long history of ur-
ban development since Antwerp, Venice, Genoa, and others. Today,
this category includes London, Paris, Milan, Munich and Frankfurt.

—  North American subsystem of global cities makes the network of U.S.
megalopolises. Deployed in the contour, in a form of a ring in which
main centers are New York, Los Angeles and Chicago.

—  Asian-Pacific subsystem of global cities is youngest and formed on line
Tokyo - Singapore. Here belongs also Bangkok, Hong Kong, Taipei,
Seoul, Manila, Jakarta and others (A6sutrasuesa U. U., Unsuna U. B.,
Cnyka H. A., 2011).

System of oligopolises represents main vector in development in the
world economy and in the future reorganization of the global economic structure.
It is not coincidentally that every market in developing countries is "equipping"
with the city of international type, such are Sao Paulo, Caracas, Johannesburg,
Mexico City, Bangkok, Manila, Kuala Lumpur, and Jakarta. Their absence de-
prives country from potential of economic dynamism associated with the corpo-
rative sector of higher level of services, knowledge economy and access to world
finances, innovational and information flows. Because of that, nation or regions
are isolated, outside economic and intellectual world trends. In contrast, inclusion
in system of oligopolises opens up new opportunities for regions to act as eco-
nomic agents in the global space (Mapan, Camcon, 2004). However, not every
city is able to join the elite club of global centers, because process of expansion
of the geography of international cities is hiding quite conflict situations. Compe-
tition between oligopolises for more prestigious positions in degree of im-
portance is constantly growing. City-leaders are strongly opposed to the emer-
gence of new centers of growth, which tend to share functions. They suffer car-
dinal changes in politics of big cities, aimed at solving problems for entry into
the "club" of world metropolitan network and reaching the "club effect" (Rallet,
1999), and put aside task of forming a favorable local and regional environment.
The negative effects are manifested in the internal development of cities, which
is a kind of tribute to enter into a "new constellation". It is expressed in the stand-
ardization of development of cities, decon-textualization, and social polarization.
Regardless of the problematic character, the main vector of development of glob-
al cities is clearly marked - forming transnational urban systems (I'puuh M.,
Cayxka H., 2006; I'punth M., Patkaj U. u Ciyka H., 2006).
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Conclusion

All analyzes lead to the conclusion which is located in the center of the
geographic theory: contemporary world order tends to form a unique global
space. But at the same time in that area occur deep polarization and conflicts:
between harmonious relationship between man-society-nature and ecological
catastrophe; between the benefits and the destruction of the technological revo-
lution; between economic prosperity and widening the gap on relation center-
periphery; between coexistence and conflict of civilizations; between unifica-
tion of culture and multiculturalism; between cosmopolitan democracy and au-
thoritarian world state.

Such as in the past times, tribes were integrating in peoples, then the
peoples in the nation and civilizations, thus, civilizations is now integrates into
the global humanity. Under the new "format" of the process of globalization
with the growing complexity of the global economy, creates system of centers
which according to the modern trends of oligopolistic systems, on the one hand
compete with each other, and in other hand - performing the function of consol-
idation of the global economic space. Yet this is not enough. As the foundation
of global civilization is indispensable a certain moral code, a spiritual principle
and system of values that would accept all people. Global civilization is only
possible as policivilizational system, as universal multi-cultural entity, not as
an empire and dominance, but as a new form of cultural synthesis.
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
