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Abstract: Macva is a lowland area between the rivers of Drina and Sava which has mediating and centralizing role
between the Dinaric mountain region and the Pannonian basin through history. In this paper the attention is given to
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Introduction

Macva is big alluvial drift down on the edge of the Pannonian Plain, rimmed on
three sides by large rivers of Drina and Sava, and on the fourth side by mountain Cer (
I'punh M., I'punh Jb. 2002). In the Middle age Macva has been weak settled and wooded
landscape with some monastery and border fortress (I'puuh Jb.., 20096; I'punh M., I'punh
Jb., 2012). From XVII to XX century Macva has been land for colonization and
development of agriculture (I'punh M., 1984). Immigration is challenged demographic,
social, cultural and anthropological changes. Colonization is provoked changes in the
cultural landscape in the Macva (I'punth Jb., 20116), including changes of traditional rural
building (I'puuh Jb., I'punth M., 2007), which today can see only in ethno-parks (I'puuh Jb.,
2010). Immigrants are influenced on some gastronomic and folkloristic specifics of Macva
(I'punh Jb., 20098B). Settlers are had to been adaptable to new natural environment and to
new forms of social action and manners. Natural environment and the socio-cultural
adjustment and equalization, cultural and historical influences and mutual permeation
(acculturation), have contributed that in new environment gradually developed new identity
of immigrants. Some earlier acquired habits are forgotten and were receive new habits that
corresponded to the environment and the local cultural type. The aim of this study is to
reveal intensity and stages of settling of Macva, based on the collected material and archival
sources.

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Methodological approach

Population of Macva is demographically permanent refreshed by migrations, who
going from stage to stage, by taken possession of the unoccupied or abandoned lands. By
move from place to place, migrants are gradually adapted to living in new environment.
This typ of migrations serbian geographer John Cviji¢ is named methanastasc migrations
(Hemjuh J., 1922). In Macva has been significant migratory currents from Herzegovina and
Montenegro and their stage areas in the movement towards Macva — from the area around
Uzice, Azbukovica, Podgorina, Radevina, Jadar and Semberija; from Bosnia; from
neighboring areas (Srem) and distant regions and countries (I'puuh M., I'punh Jb., 2015).

In absence of statistics data and historical sources Cviji¢ is investigated popular
memory about genealogy and origin of families. To the residents of Macva, after the
household, the most important are lineage or family. Lineage as a social group consists of
more households who share a common ancestor (male line), family name and the family
celebration ("slava"). Some surnames indicates the origin of family, but only hypothetically.
As example Ercegovéevié in Klenje, Ercegovei and Sok&aniéi in Crna Bara, Horvatovié in
Badovinci, Frajtovi¢ in Glogovac, Bugarski in Noéaj. In the Protocol of Sabac magistrate
from 1808-1812 (published in 1866), faces the surnames that also indicate the geographical
origin of the population of this region. The symbolic marking of newcomers in the new
environment marking surnames Begovi¢i (Duvaniste, Ravnje) and Selakovi¢i (Crna Bara).
Many surnames of geographic origin were recorded in the 1863 census. According to the
area from where settlers originated, descent surnames of Romandi¢ from Zasavica II,
originating from "mountain Romanija", Moravcevi¢ in Zminjak "from Morava", Krajini¢ in
Zasavica I from Bosnian Krajina and so on. From Lika encourage Licani¢ in Radenkovi¢
and Licanski in Ravanj, Tamnjancevi¢ are settlers "from Tamnava" in Salas Nocajski etc.
However, last names, family celebration and traditions only provide clues for an exact and
documented research.

Field research under the auspices of the Institute of Ethnography in Belgrade, were
conducted in 1978, 1979 and 1980, within the project of Serbian ethnographic collection -
Settlements and origins of the population. The results of the collected material were
published by M. Vasiljevi¢ (1996). Collecting data about origin of the population of Macva,
in this work are complemented by archival materials such as Ottoman records from the 15™
and 16™ centuries (Xaryuh A., 1970) and the censuses that conducted Serbian government in
the 19" and 20™ centuries (Protocol of Sabac magistrate from 1808 to 1812, Herald of Serbian
Science Society, 1868; Census of Macéva principality from 1829, Census of persons and
property in the district of Macva and Pocerina from 1863, Censuses in the Historical Archive
of Serbia). In this way composed basis of data, for the analysis of the origin and interpretation
of the phases of settling of population of Macva from XVII century to the Second world war.

Process of settling of Maé&va region from mid 15" to mid 20™ century

According to mentioned material (BacusbeBuh M., 1996), research included 35
settlements in Maéva, of which 14 belong to the municipalities of Sabac and Bogati¢ and 7
belong to municipality of Sremska Mitrovica. According to the time of settle of Macva,
several historical periods can be extracted: from the downfall of Serbian Despotate by the
end of 17" century (Ottoman campaigns and the great migration of Serbs led by Patriarch
Arsenije Carnojevié); 18™ century (the Austro-Turkish wars and the migration of Serbs);
beginning of 19" century (the First and Second Serbian Uprising); period from 1829 to 1863
(from obtaining the autonomy of Serbia till the emigration of Turks); end of 19" century and
beginning of the 20" century (from Herzegovina uprising and the Serbian-Turkish war until
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the Balkan Wars and the First World War); the period between the two world wars (Tab. 1,

Fig. 1).

Movement of population in Macva from Ottoman occupation
until the end of 17" century

After the fall of Despotate under the rule of the Ottomans in 1459, for about two
and a half centuries native population has emigrated from here to other areas, mostly over
the Sava River in Srem and further across the Danube in Backa, and on their place were
settle population with vlach status from heartland. After the Ottoman occupation were made
three censuses — Census of vlach in Zvornik sandzak (1528), Summary Landowner defter
(1533) and Detailed Landowner defter (1548). Most of the population of Sabac nahija at that
time consisted of vlachs (status of free peasants, cattlemen, mostly Orthodox faith), who
were privileged compared to the rest of the rural population which was engaged in
agriculture. According to the census in Sabac nahija from 1528, as "clean" vlach villages in
Pocerina are listed - Sinosevi¢, Skupljen, Dvoriste; "significant" vlach villages - Podgorica
(nowadays part of Provo village), Metli¢, Predvorica, Zablace; "medium" vlach - Dobri¢,
Lojanice, Varna, Debrc Dragojevac, Beloti¢ Pocerski, Mirhorska (i.e. Mrovska), Ostrovica
or Nakuéane, Kujavica; "small" Vlach settlements - Mutnik (near Sabac in the valley of
river Mutnik), Kaona, Desié¢. In 1533, in Sabac Nahija are mentioned, besides the town of
"Bejurdelen" (today Sabac), 68 villages and 11 temporary settlements which later grew into
the villages. According to defter from 1548 Sabac Nahija had "straight" 100 villages
(Xanyuh A., 1970). These were mostly small villages, with less than 20 houses. Number of
dwarf village was proportionally largest in nahija of Donja Macva, which covered the
eastern part of the former parish of Bitva. In this small nahija there was no villages with
more than 20 houses, the largest village was Tom¢i¢i with 17 households. In Pocerina only
four villages had more than 30 homes - Mihovina and Dobri¢ each with 35 houses,
Podgorica with 53 houses and Metli¢ with 41 house (Xaaguh A., 1970; Kpctuh A., 2005).

It should be noted that vlach privileges were abolished until 1533, and that from
free peasants they become earthbound commonalty. How massive migration of population
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of Sabac nahija at this time was, best demonstrate example of Pocerina’s village Predvorice,
which is in period from 1533 to 1548, dropped from 51 to 18 houses. However, in this
period have been established new settlements in Sabac Posavina and Pocerina: Jelenca,
Celije, Vranjska, Gornje and Donje Beljino, Ravnaja, Krni¢, Stadolin, Potocac, Misjar
(Xarguh A., 1960). All these data clearly show a constant colonization and great migrations
to the middle of the 16" century. New settlers are rather settled in new locations, but in the
deserted villages. Even 19 villages in the parish Bitva that is recorded in 1381 in Ravanica
Charter did not appear in Ottoman censuses from the first third of the 16™ century.
According to the census of 1528, in Sabac nahija of Zvornik sandzak, 66 villages which
were first time recorded in the books, were inhabited with vlach (Kpctuh A., 2005).

According to census from 1548, Sabac was significant crafts center (it had 26
craftsmen). While in the mid-16" century in Sabac was recorded only 178 houses (families),
of which 37 were Christian, at the beginning of 17" century - their number increased to 238
(21 was Christian). However, it is certain that a number of Serbian populations at the time
were islamized. The first decades of the 17" century provides information about the
islamization of Christian population: "of 238 Muslim houses, 35 or 36 of them, belonged to
new Muslims" (Xanyuh, 1970).

In the period from 1683 to 1739, Sabac Nahija was three times trapped through a
whirl of wars between Austria and Turkey. During the so-called "Vienna War" from 1683 to
1699 between Austria and Turkey — a short time Sabac was under the rule of Austria, and
again came under the rule of Turkey. After the Turks were expelled from Budim (1686) and
Osijek (1687), many Serbs from Srem, in front of the Austrian army, fled across the Sava
River, and then across Sabac toward the Cer Mountain.

The oldest layer of immigrants that has been preserved in Mac¢va dates back to the
time of the first wars between Austria and Turkey in the 17" century. To this layer belong 5
lineages or 0.45% of the total number of lineages of known origin. These are immigrants
from Sumadija, Kosovo Polje and Herzegovina. Representatives of these migrations are
represented in three Macva settlements - Klenje, Uzveée and Crna Bara. These are the
families of immigrants from 622 houses (388 houses in Crna Bara, 161 in Uzvece and 73 in
Klenje). The most numerous immigrant lineages are from Sumadija in Crna Bara (208
houses). To them belong Mirkovi¢ family (60 houses), Isakovi¢, Gligori¢, Poznanovi¢, and
Teodorovi¢ family. They all originate from the village of Sumane (nowadays name Sume)
on mount Rudnik. In historical sources is mentioned that at the time of the Serbian
Despotate, despot Purad Brankovié¢ gave the village of Sumane to its leader Radi¢
Postupovi¢ (Ikpusanuh I'., 1973). From Herzegovina (from Dracevo) was settled Koji¢
family (61 houses) in Klenje. From Kosovo originate Firaunovi¢ family in Uzveée (35
houses), of which incurred Tanasi¢ family (37 houses), Jovanovi¢, Srdanovi¢, Simié,
Isakovi¢, Vojinovi¢ (23 houses) and Djuri¢ family (15 houses), which are during the
migration of the population under the leadership of Patriarch Arsenije Carnojeviéa due to
illness stopped in this village, and later settled there permanently.

Movement of the population in Maé&va region in 18" century

According to the census of border nahijas in Serbia after the Pozarevac Peace, who
performed Austrian Colonel Count von Neipperg, Sabac district in 1718 have had 74
settlements and four uninhabited places, and by the number of homes with a total of 886
houses. If in the family lived about 5-6 household members, then can be estimated that the
entire area were inhabited by about 4.000-5.000 people. According to the 1718 census, most
villages of Sabac Nahija (31 settlements) had over 10 houses - e.g. Bogati¢ have had 44
houses, Misar and Pocerski Metkovi¢ 38, Culjkovi¢ 33, Lipolist 30, Tabanovi¢ and Uzvece

28, and Jalovik and Svileuva 23. Some settlements have had only a few houses: Sinosevic,
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Nakucani, Muratovac (nowadays Matijevac) and Rumska all have had 6 houses, Gradojevi¢
and Bukor 5, Trbusac, Donja Vranjska, Mesarci and Vlasanica 4, Jazovnik and Mrovska 3,
and Beljin and Debrc 2 houses (ITantenmmh /., 1948). In 1735, in large settlements belongs
Prnjavor (unknown number of houses), Crna Bara (70), No¢aj (20), and Krni¢ (30 houses)
(Pymapar /1., 1905).

After the conclusion of the Pozarevac Peace in 1718 and to 1721, all Turkish
properties in Sabac district are assigned to Serbian population. According to 1721 Census in
Sabac district among 905 households, was not registered any Turkish houses. At the end of
January 1722 district of Sabac have had 81 inhabited villages. The number of households in
Macva has increased by settle new immigrants, including a number of immigrants from
Vinkovci in Srem and Backa. Information in the census results of a large number of married
brothers and sons in a household indicates the existence of family cooperatives.

According to the census of the Belgrade Metropolitanate from 1735 in Sabac
district there were 36 parishes, with several villages in each of them. In total there were
1080 houses, which are 194 more than in 1718. Also known is a case of moving the village
from place to place. In 1734 the entire Macvanski Metkovi¢ village moved to an hour walk
from the former habitat.

Due to economic problems and wars between the Turks and Austrians from 1737 to
1739, that caused great suffering for people of Macva, many families has crossed in Srem.
During the census of inhabitants of monastery estates in Srem in 1743, it was found that in
Vrdnik Prnjavor of 22 householders three had immigrated from Sabac ten years earlier. At
the same time, around 1740, the nation was hit by another disaster, plague. In the mid-18™
century Macva caught movement of emigration to Southern Russia (present-day
southeastern Ukraine, around the river Don). Only in the autumn of 1757 in Mitrovica from
Macva passed 1.000 peoples who then continued to travel to Russia and settled in New
Serba and Slavo-Serbia. The second half of the 18" century is characterized by a large
immigration of Dinaric population in deserted northwestern Serbia and Macva.

According to data’s of the Austrian officers from 1784, most settlements have had
fewer than 30 houses, some even only ten. On the territory of the former Macva, only
village Svileuva at that time had 80 houses. It was the situation before Kocina krajina, and
during those war years, many villages were heavily damaged and the population in them is
even more diminished. After Koc¢ina krajina a number of those who have crossed the
Austrian side are back, and there were also immigration in Macva from the south and
southwest. Prota Nenadovi¢ says: "I cannot say that half back here as much as there passed"
(Tpuuxosuh P., 1970).

Layer of immigrants from 18" century mostly arrived during the Austro-Turkish
wars. There belong 246 families or 22.5% of the total number of studied lineages. Of the 35
settlements in Macva, this layer is registered in 33 settlements. There weren’t settlers from
this period only in the settlements of Macvanska Mitrovica, Ocage and Ravnje. By the
number of houses, this layer is the greatest. A total of 15265 houses in which is written the
origin of the families, to this layer belongs 8166 houses or 51.3% of total number. Most
immigrants of this period, observed by the number of houses (over 400), is present in the
villages Bogati¢ (1.023 houses), Badovinci (715), Klenje (521), Dublje (468), Pricinovic¢
(436) and Prnjavor (417). The most numerous lineage from this period are Beri¢i with 164
houses and from them Sindeli¢ and Munji¢ families in Bogati¢, originating from the vicinity
of Trebinje in Herzegovina. In lineages with more than 100 houses includes families Maleti¢
(131 houses) and Puzi¢ (107 houses) in Bogati¢, Loli¢ family in Pri¢inovi¢ (143 houses),
Masi¢ in Dublje (115 houses); Graovéevi¢ in Glusci (110 houses) and Vidovcei in Metkovié¢
(108 houses) (Tab. 1; Fig. 1).

Origin of settlement and name of Sabac town to come of Middle age (I'puuh M.,
I'punth Jb., 2011a). Urban development of Sabac has long been chained by the walls of the
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Old City. Namely, after the construction of the fortress Zaslon in Sabac (1470), for more
than two hundred years of Turkish rule the city was limited to Sabac fortress ("Old Town")
and former Poljana (nowadays Dudara). In the 17" century there were settlers from
Herzegovina, Macedonia, Old Serbia, Bulgaria and Jews, which contributed to the
development of Sabac as a border town. In the 18" century Macedonians and Aromanians
create another part of town, so-called New bazaar, where is formed a new town end Bajir,
who inhabited Serbs and Turks, where was working liveliest market. Herzegovinians,
Bulgarians and Jews formed the third part of the town - Oveljaca or Kamicak. Such was
Sabac when Serbian army occupied it in 1807 (ITaBnosuh Jb., 1990; I'punh Jb., 2009a).

Immigration to Macva in early 19" century

After the first victories in the First Serbian Uprising (1804-1813), in Mac¢va came
big number of Serbian newcomers from the southern and western parts of the country and
from the north, from Srem. Ethnic picture of Macva significantly changed after the MiSarska
battle (August the 1% 1806) and the liberation of Sabac. Sabac and its surroundings are
getting different look because of the influx of immigrants was great. Especially rush people
from Rudnik, then the citizens of Uzice and Valjevo. In Bosnia fled the Turks, the crew and
the Muslim poor, and in Macva remained Aromanians, Greeks, Armenians and Jews.
Muslim poor did not stay long in Bosnia, but returned to Sabac and settled the place later
called Gypsy end. What was the influx of population after the first major victory of
the Serbian army in the First Uprising, it can be concluded from the census in 1807 when it
was 367 houses in Sabac, and already in 1809 — 1.234 houses. Population were come from
surrounding villages, but also from Bosnia, Herzegovina and Montenegro (ITaBnosuh Jb.,
1923). In the summer of 1810, according to the decision of the Sabac magistrate due to
insecurity and heavy traffic, towns of Parasnica, Prnjavor and Kaona are closed and their
citizens have moved to Sabac. Due to the large influx, population of Sabac doubled in 1811.
Muslims were evicted from Dudara and moved to what was then Mahala, which is due the
arrival of Muslim Gypsies "from the east, from somewhere from Homolje" in 1828 named
Gypsy mahala. Then it was decided that all the villages in Macva receive 5-10 families and
to build houses for newcomers by corvee. Then was created Majur, a new settlement in
Macva (ITasnosuh Jb., 1990).

More informations about immigrants in Magva in 19" century can be found in the
Protocol of Sabac magistrate from 1808 to 1812, yearbooks in the Historical Archives of
Sabac, archival material for the settlements in Serbia and so on. After the unfortunate battle
in Ravnje in 1813, people "start running over the Sava River in Srem" (Munuhesuh M. b.,
1876), settle most in Ruma and villages around Vinkovci. Widespread were emigration from
villages in Macva to Srem and Pocerina during the First and Second Serbian Uprising.
(Bypuunh M., 1927). In Srem were located 4 refugee camps from Macva with 1.714
families and 13.082 souls (MBuh I1., 1917). Despite this, progress of Sabac started at the
beginning of 19" century will extend with arrival of new immigrants from Macedonia and
Herzegovina.

At the time of Prince Milos, after the Second Serbian Uprising (1815), Macva
became the venue of many refugees from unliberated regions from Turkey rule and of
returnees and defectors from the Austro-Hungaria. In the spring of 1831 Jevrem Obrenovié
urged Turks around Sabac and Lesnica to move to Bosnia before the expiry date, as it was
prescribed in Hatisheriffs of the autonomy of Serbia from 1830 (JoBanosuh H., 2003). For
the Government of Prince Milo§ Obrenovi¢, population of this region has tripled, either
population growth, either immigration. After Hatisheriffs in 1833, starts a transformation of
settlements. Prince Milo§’s brother Jevrem Obrenovié¢, who was commander of Sabac nahija
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from 1816 to 1831, performed the regulation of villages on Prince Milo§'s order. Particularly
rapid progress has Sabac, which in 1838 got half-gymnasium.

Layer of immigrants who originate from the beginning of 19" century, period from
the First Serbian Uprising until 1829, is the most common by the number of lineages. In
settlements of Macva in that period was settled 331 lineage, or 30% of the total number of
lineages. This layer is registered in 33 settlements in Macva, where belongs 3871 houses or
24.3% of the total number with known origin. In settlements of Ma¢vanska Mitrovica and
Ocage are not recorded settlers from this period. Regarding the number of houses, most
immigrants of this period is represented in Dublje (263), Ravnje (257), Badovinci (254) and
Drenovac (252). The most common lineages are Dostaniéi in Sala§ Nocajski (63 houses),
originating from Bosnia, and Dzinovi¢ gender in Rinare (66 houses), originating from
Nedeljice in Jadar, Ugljesi¢i (40) and Kostadinovi¢i (37) in Glusci; Pavi¢i (37) in Dublje;
Vladisavljevi¢i (35) in Radenkovi¢; Zori¢i (31) in Badovinci; Stankovi¢i (31) and
Banjcevi¢i (30) in Ravnje; Josic¢i (30) in Sala$ Crnobarski; Manjenci¢i (34) and Arsenovici
(32 houses) in Sevarice.

Population movements in migrations in the period 1829 - 1863

Serbia in 1829 obtains some form of autonomy, and in 1863 part of the Podrinje
entered into its territory. Already in thirties of 19™ century in Sabac and the surrounding
area came a lot of people from Jadar, Radjevina Azbukovica and Valjevska Podgorina,
which collectively were called "Jadrani". The border on the Drina was not a barrier for
immigrants from Bosnia. On June 16™ 1820, Prince Milo§ instructed Jevrem Obrenovié to
allow the people from unliberated regions of Jadar and Radjevina and to help them to move
into Sabac (Pophesuh T., 1926). Then, from Bosnia exceed in Ma¢va inhabitants of
Zvornik who could not tolerate Ottoman violence. Greater migration from the Turkish part
of Krajina in Podrinje was in the fourth decade of the 19™ century. So, on May 29" 1835,
Prince Milo§ approves settlement for over 360 people from Krajina in Ma¢va. However, in
1838, of 285 newcomers, 151 men and 134 women seek to return because they failed to
adapt to the new conditions of life. At that time, Serbia had an agreement with Montenegro
on immigration. Immigrants from Herzegovina (mainly from the Grahovo region) and
Montenegro are coming first in the district of Azbukovica, and then in Macva. Moving in
stages they easily adapt to the life in new conditions and a new climate. Some
Herzegovinians settled in Macva only temporarily because of feeding, but many of them
remained for permanently. Thus, on 9™ QOctober 1839 Administration of Sabac County
writes that from quarantine in Raca came 138 Herzegovinian men "with the intention ... to
feed here during the winter". But on September 23th 1839 at the border post Smrdan crossed
14 Herzegovinian genders with 93 people "with intention to feed in Serbia, and if they like
to remain here" (Bophesuh T., 1921).

Also, it was antagonisms due to cultural differences between immigrants and native
population. "Bringing theirs characteristics, mentality and view on Serbia and the people in
it, they were not at will to solid, sober-minded and natural Serbians. Besides flexible and
capable, they quick thrive in their careers and caused envy at Serbians, who felt that
vocations and careers are their privilege (bophesuh T., 1921).

In the period from 1829 to 1863 in Macva were settled 218 lineages, which makes
up 20% of the total number of respondents. To this layer that is registered in 31 villages in
Macva belong 1.820 houses, or 11.4%. In settlements of Macvanski Metkovi¢, Petlovaca
and Ribari is written nor a family of immigrants from this period. According to the number
of houses (more than 100), most immigrants of this phase is registered in villages of
Radenkovi¢ (144 houses) and Lipolist (119), and Sala§ Nocajski and Badovinci (100).

Numerous settlers of this layer are registered in settlements of Banovo Polje (92 houses),
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Ravnje (86) Drenovac (84), Prnjavor (79), Majur (77) and Stitar (72). The most common
lineage of this layer are Drazi¢i in Bogati¢ (34 houses) originates from Donja Orovica in
Azbukovica, and Stani¢i in Radenkovi¢ (34 houses), originating from Semberija, then "of
Morava" immigrant family Moravcevi¢ in Zminjak (28 houses) and Duki¢i in Salas
Nocajski, immigrants from Semberija (31 houses) (Tab. 1; Fig. 1).

Migratory movements in the late 19™ and early 20" century

From the first half of the 18" century, when Count von Neipperg gave the earliest
statistical data for Macva, and when in the entire Podrinje were only 886 families, up to
1866 the population has increased a lot. From these data we can see that this growth has not
been steady and straight line, but sharp and full of oscillations. According to the census of
1866 in the district of Sabac in 113 settlements lived over 73 thousand inhabitants. Although
the population at that time compared to the number at the beginning of 19" century in many
villages increased significantly, yet the half of the villages has less than 500 inhabitants. The
biggest changes happen to the city of Sabac, especially after the liberation of the cities in
1867 (in 1867, the Turks completely abandon Sabac and give it to Prince Mihailo). Since
then, the old city begins to crumble, and town of Sabac expands. Population in Magva then
was over 70 thousand, and in Sabac was more than 6 thousand. In 1880 Sabac and
Kragujevac had by 9500 residents (Gopcevi¢ S., 1891).

To the layer of immigrants from the end of 19" and early 20" century belong 188
families, or 17.2% of the total number of lineages. At the end of 19 century, decreases the
number of people from Jadar in Sabac, and there comes more and more farmers from Ma¢va
and settlers from above Sava river. So for a hundred years Sabac has three generations of
citizens: first Macedonian-Herzegovinian, second from Jadar and third from around and
across the Sava (IlaBmoBuh Jb., 1923). To this layer, that is registered in 34 settlements in
Macva (except in Dublje), belong 1.049 houses, or 6.6% of the total number of respondents.

Most houses of immigrants of this period is present in settlements of Majur (93),
Ravnje (82), Prnjavor (76), Nocaj (74), Drenovac (66), Lipolist (58), Zminjak (57),
Slepcevic¢ (50).

The biggest lineage of this layer in Macva is Koji¢ in village Ocage (21 houses).
Other big lineages is Mijajlovi¢ family in the village Nocaj (celebrate St. Avramie, 18
houses); Stevi¢ in Prnjavor (12 houses); Jockovi¢ in Skradani (13 houses) and Solakovi¢ in
Crna Bara (13 houses).

Demographic trends and migrations in Macva between the two World Wars

In the period from 1915 to 1918, under Austro-Hungarian rule Sabac County
suffered a demographic catastrophe. This County had the area of 3551 km? and was divided
into six districts, named after the places where was administrative centers - Bogati¢ (Macva
district earlier), Krupanj (Radevina), Loznica (Jadar), Ljubovija (Azbukovica), Sabac
(Pocerina) and Vladimirci (Posavotamnava). They were divided into 108 municipalities.

According to 1910 census, in the Sabac County was 238.275 inhabitants.
According to the data’s of occupation command in Sabac, in early 1916 on the territory of
Sabac County had lived 145465 inhabitants. The population has decreased in absolute terms
by 92.810 inhabitants or 39% (Octojuhi - ®ejuh Y., 1982-1983). Compared to 1910, the
male population has decreased by 57968, or 47.6%, and the female for 18.738 or 15.7%.
Number of children was 73673, or 50.6% of the total population. The average population
density in the period 1910-1916 was reduced from 68 to 41 inhabitants per km? (MuTtpoBuh
A., 1984). The consequences of the First World War in the Sabac County were demographic
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catastrophe, a disproportion between the male and female population, shortage of manpower
and lack of educated people (Mutposuh A., 1984).

Between the two World wars, the majority of lineage groups consisted of only one
house, while several groups included up to 10 houses (Gladovi¢i from village Dublje;
Dimi¢i from Duvaniste; Raki¢i from Klenje; Savi¢i from Majur, who are immigrants from
the vicinity of Knin; Zmiri¢i from Sala§ Noéajskog, immigrants from Banja Luka). The
largest immigrant group consisted Bucali family in Badovinci village with 10 houses, settled
from Lika.

To the layer of the immigrant population in Macva between First and Second
World War belong only 101 lineages, or 9.2% of the total number of lineages. To this layer,
which is registered in 31 settlements in Macva, belong 375 houses or 2.4% of the total
number of houses with known origin of the families. In Drenovac, Ocage, Macdvanski
Pri¢inovi¢ and Uzvece is not written even a family, which settled in listed settlements
between the two World wars. Most settlers from this period were in Ocage (73 houses), a
village that represents dislocation of village Klenje, Majur (43 houses), DuvaniSte (32
houses), Macvanska Mitrovica (32 houses) and Lipolist (24 houses). The most numerous
lineage are Koji¢ (21 houses), originating from Herzegovina, inhabited in Oc¢age in late 19"
century, and Bucalo (12 houses) in Badovinci (settlers from Lika, in year 1921).
(Bacumwesuh M., 1996).

Conclusion

Migratory movements of population in Macva, Posavina and Pocerina region from
15" to the 20™ century have been conditioned, above all, with political-historic events, and
encouraged by economic and social needs. Geopolitical position of Macva represented the
aggravating factor that has for centuries attracted various invaders. Villages of Macva have
been exposed for centuries to various pressures that were directed to the Serbian people, its
country and cultural (religious) identity. After 1833, notable changes emerged caused by
changes in social, political and military sphere of autonomous Principality of Serbia and the
Ottoman Empire in the first half of the 19™ century. Based on study due to time stages of
settlement of immigrants, it was found that the oldest layer of immigrants in Macva region
comes from the 17" century. Largest number of participants belongs to the 18™ century.
Representation of the lineages of immigrants is largest from the beginning of the 19™
century. All the interviewed lineages in Macva are incomers from the side, the most from
Dinaric area. It is not recorded a single native lineage that is here from Medieval age.
