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Abstract: There are various classifications of elements of tourist destinations in the
scientific literature. For optimal consideration of elements of tourist destinations, the
World Tourist Destination has proposed the FAS methodology applicable to the rural
tourism destinations as well. In this paper, factors, attractors and support (FAS) were
applied to the example of the eco-village (tourist-recreation centre) in Kostunié¢i. Natu-
ral, human and capital factors, natural, cultural and attractors in the form of centres
for activities, support services, transport and catering as support to the tourism devel-
opment, have been shown on the basis of field observations, interviews and relevant
literature. On the example of tourist-recreation centre in Kostunici, the research results
show that in each subgroup of elements, there are the elements which are key drivers
of tourism development, but also those which have a limiting effect on this industry.

Key words: resources, attractions, support, destination, Kostuniéi.

Introduction

In determining the elements of tourist destinations, the needs of tour-
ists are important, but also tangible and intangible contents which meet those
needs. There are different views on the elements of tourist destinations. The
structure of tourist resources is a complex, whereby the two concepts are im-
portant to the theory and practice of tourism - tourist resources and tourist
attractions (Jouumnh, bpanxos, 2009). Ritchie and Krauch (2003) divide the el-
ements of tourist destinations on the basis of resources and attractions, high-
lighting the following: nature, culture and history, activities, special events,
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superstructure, entertainment and commercial connections. The auxiliary
elements include infrastructure, human resources, accessibility, knowledge,
financial capital, hospitality, entrepreneurship and political will. The posi-
tive image of the destination helps raising awareness and emotions related to
the destination, so it can be an element of differentiation among competitors
(Apmencky, 3akuh, Hparus, 2009; Ha6vh, I1asaosuh, 2005).

Classification of the elements of tourist destinations, known as 6A
framework, includes:

e attractions (natural, anthropogenic, artistic, social, heritage, special events);
e accessibility (roads, terminals, vehicles);

e amenities (accomodation and catering facilities, shops);

e available packages (negotiated through an intermediary);

e activities of tourists during their stay in the destination;

e auxiliary services (banks, telecommunications, post offices, shops)
(Buhalis, 2008).

Elements of tourist destinations can be fixed and variable. Fixed el-
ements are those that cannot be altered or changed in the long term (land-
scapes, attractions, hotels, sports facilities, restaurants). Variable elements of
tourist destinations are tourist goods and investment work-up required for
placing goods on the market. Considering that the variable elements of tourist
destinations can be changed, the tourist value of a destination is valorized on
the market (Jovici¢, 2002; Pecelj et al., 2010), whereby special importance are a
rarity, usefulness and our work (Crankosuh, 2004; Byjagunosuh 1 gp., 2010).

The above mentioned elements of tourist destinations in the action of
synergy can contribute to the satisfaction of tourists. Synergy of elements
of tourist destinations is limited by the offer decentralization (Milenkovi¢,
Boskovi¢, 2014). From the point of optimal development of elements of desti-
nations, the World Tourism Organization has recommended the FAS meth-
odology. In this paper, the FAS methodology was applied on the example of
the eco-village in the rural settlement of Kostunici.

Rural areas are excellence, the places of traditional culture and her-
itage (Tomoposuh, Bjerrar, 2007), with a specific environment (Jberiesuh,
Mpkira, Mutanosuh, 2011). Rest and relaxation represent a general trend in
the tourism practice, both at the regional and national, European and inter-
national level, so that most of the countries of the European Union give pri-
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mary attention to rural tourismin local development policies, (Draguldnescu,
Drutu, 2012). Key aspects of the rural experience are as follows: attractive-
ness, presentation and interpretation, as well as the accessibility of natural
and cultural resources, their sustainable use and protection (Maksin, 2012).
Rural tourism is developing in the areas which attributes allow different ac-
tivities. Diversity of the natural and socio-cultural environment condition
the travel experience and meet the needs in rural areas (Steti¢, Simicevi,
2014). Selective forms of tourism, which include rural tourism, require spe-
cific facilities, services, products, ie. specific tourist destination, with hetero-
geneous tourist needs (Steti¢, Simicevié, 2008).

As rural tourism has been integrated into economic, social, cultural and
human resources aspects, as well as in local structures, the mutual relations of
development factors are very complex and still insufficiently researched (Safe-
na, Ilbery, 2008). Peki¢ and Jovanovi¢ (2007) distinguish three groups of fac-
tors that affect the tourist movements towards rural areas: recreation (outdoor
activities), economic (new sources of income in rural areas) and environment
(increased environmental awareness for both tourists and local inhabitants).

There are many reasons for the success and failure of rural tourism,
and several models defining the main driving force on the basis of supply,
demand and motifs of rural communities. Most theories apply evolutionary
approach to identify the main drivers of rural tourism, which means that
different factors have an impact in various stages of development. Accord-
ing to evolutionary theories, the tourism development is seen as a process
of change. A proper understanding of this process allows understanding of
dynamics of the rural tourism development and identifies the main factors
influencing changes, as well as the selection of appropriate methods for their
evaluation (Streimikiene, Bilan, 2015). Rural development policy must be in-
terdisciplinary, with a spatial dimension (Bopbesuh, Tomoposuh, 2006).

The following factors influence the tourism development:

—

. restrictive financial options when it comes to manufacturing activities;
natural, demographic and other resources, as well as infrastructure;
3.limited free time and tourist resources;

legal institutional factors;

Introduction of innovative and local products in rural tourism makes
sense if there are economic, environmental and social benefits. This question
can be answered by systematic informing, identifying the needs of modern
consumers (Jakovi¢, Tubi¢, Djurovi¢, 2015). Creating an authentic tourist
product, based on the distinctive competitive advantages of a destination,
is considered a key factor. Rural destination should retain a unique identity,
an authentic sense of place so that tourism could be effective in the long term
(Mihailovi¢, Moric, 2012). In particular, local communities can contribute to
the regulation of rural areas (bemyj, Besbkosuh, Ilasosuh, 2014). The indi-
viduality of a particular continent in space may be confirmed by consolidat-
ing physical and social principles of the socio-psychological attitudes of the
local population about the identity (Byjamuuosuh, Ilasinosuh, IlIa6wh, 2010).

Research methodology

Rural tourism is an increasingly popular means used by the national
development agencies for the increasement in profit of the rural population
(Fun et al., 2014). In order to properly identify opportunities for rural tour-
ism development and improvement of living standards, it is necessary to
apply a more comprehensive methodology as soon as possible. One of them
is the FAS methodology of the World Tourism Organization, which is be-
ing implemented in order to evaluate the tourist elements and identify at-
tractiveness of each element in the tourism development. Relevant tourist
elements are classified into three groups: factors, attractors and support, and
each element is classified in the subelements.

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Factors are resources that do not currently attract a lot of tourists and
which are not prepared to engage in tourism, but also have tourist poten-
tial. Natural factors, human factors and capital factors are evaluated on a
scale from 1 to 5, where 1 denotes a low level, and 5 high. Natural factors
are assessed according to their beauty, biodiversity and the potential to at-
tract tourists. Human resources include the level of equipment and working
conditions, level of technology and equipment, level of embeddedness of
cultural traditions. Capital factors include: availability of credit, level of en-
trepreneurship, infrastructure and potential to attract capital.

Tourist attractors are locations that tourists visit. Assessment of attrac-
tors is based on the current situation, but also the potential to attract tourists
in the future. Attractors are ranked from 1 to 5. In terms of current attractive-
ness of an attractor, the quantitative estimate of the number of visitors, the
beauty of the location/place, accessibility and value for tourism are taken
into account. In the context of potential, the following are evaluated: op-
portunities to improve, future increase/decrease in the number of visitors,
future works in order to increase the accessibility.

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In the analysis of accompanying services, their development is taken into
account. Support in the form of transport refers to the current relations with
tourist attractions, and both subelements are evaluated depending on the avail-
able traffic connections, their frequency and transport improvement. For cater-
ing support, the category, capacity/occupancy rate and the projected potential
are taken into consideration. Each of the supports is evaluated from 1 to 5.

Rural tourism destination in development usually involves a few de-
veloped attractors, poor support to tourism, factors with potential for devel-
opment and the need for investments. Developed rural tourism destination
usually includes well estimated attractors, support to tourism, several fac-
tors that need to be developed and relatively little need for investments. The
aim of the FAS methodology is to identify less or greater development of
rural tourism destinations. Identification of the attractor is the basis for the
identification of factors and support.

According to Randell et al. (2012), rural tourism causes changes in
every field, firstly at the micro level and then at the macro level, involving
factors significant for innovation or a shift into a new phase of economic
growth, changes in the cultural sense, normative values, solving environ-
mental problems, price and quality of food and other factors. In this context,
the FAS methodology is in advantage to determine the potentials that could
be able to attract tourists in the future, especially in terms of attractors.

Change of educational profiles can be realized by lectures focusing on
standards and experiences of those who are traditionally and successfully
engaged in tourism. Tourist supply in rural settlements should be something
more than nature, history and culture. Untouched nature, monuments and
quietness are still the most important factors for rural tourism, but changes
are needed in everyday life monotony. These additional activities require
expertise (Dimitrovski, Todorovi¢, Valjarevi¢, 2012).

Results and discussion

Kostunici is the cattle breeding rural settlement of a scattered type,
on the southern slopes of Suvobor (866 m), 32 km northwest of Gornji Milano-
vac. It is physiognomically located in the altitudinal belt from 390 m to 720 m
(Ja¢imovi¢, Markovié, Liki¢, 2001). In regard to the surface, Kostunici is the
largest rural settlement in the municipality of Gornji Milanovac.
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Systematic approach to the development of rural tourism in the munic-
ipality of Gornji Milanovac has begun in 1997 by the implementation of the
project called “Integrated rural development of the region of Suvobor”. The
scientific-expert council, composed of specialists in different aspects of lo-
cal rural development (agronomists, technologists, economists, agricultural
economists, architects, environmentalists, lawyers, cultural studies, artists,
journalists ...), has been operating for several years. The result of multiyear
activities and significant financial investments was the demographic, eco-
nomic, social, tourist and ecological rebirth of Kostuni¢i and the surrounding
villages. The Tourist Organization of Serbia granted the award “Turisticki
cvet (Tourist flower)” to the ethno-village of Kostuni¢i in 2003 for the results
achieved in the development of rural tourism. The finalization of the project
“Integrated rural development of the region of Suvobor” was abandoned
because of unresolved property-legal relations (Sevarli¢, Petrovi¢, 2011).

Rural areas of Suvobor have been partially modified and minimally de-
graded by the use of controlled development and approaches towards agricul-
tural production, food processing and production of healthy food (Belij, 2003).
Strongholds of agricultural development, defined by the “Regional spatial
plan for the area of Zlatibor and Morava administrative district” (2012), are
the following: suitable conditions for the production of “healthy food” and or-
ganization of processing capacities, acquirement of the characteristic features
of “brand” for specific products, implementation of the integrated rural de-
velopment programme, according to the model of the Common agricultural
policy in the EU, which supports the increasing competitiveness of agricul-
tural production, environmental and rural areas protection, diversification of
economic activities in the villages, which is evident in the case of Kostunici.

One of the natural values of Kostunici is the Mokra pec¢ina (Mokra
Cave), cut into the steep limestone slope of the mountain. The entrance to
the cave is 15 m wide, the ceiling is 4.5 m high, and a powerful stream comes
out of the cave (Vasovi¢, 2003). Four rivers flow through Kostuniéi: Grab,
Bukovaca, Cemernica and Siban. The environment is characterized by eco-
logical and landscape values, with agrarian, forest and meadow ecosystems.

When it comes to human resources in tourism, they are missing. How-
ever, employees have a developed awareness of the importance of their
work, necessary virtues and enthusiasm that compensate for the lack of ex-
pertise. The level of equipment, level of technology and fittings have been
adjusted to the area where the tourist-recreation centre is located, in compli-
ance with the project ideas.

Tourist-recreation centre was formed through private initiative. The
availability of gaining the credit is a capital factor that is missing, but the
level of investment potential is high. There is no significant capital attracting
from abroad for now.

The main attraction of the area is based on nature, which is clean, en-
vironmentally unpolluted, and it is possible to fish in the rivers. Mountain
trails for hiking have been marked in nature, and it is possible to ride a bike
on groomed trails and gentle mountain slopes. Lifestyle is common. Acces-
sibility will be improved by the construction of the highway. Events are not
currently held, but there are initiatives for their re-organization (formerly
Dani $ljive (Days of plums) and Vidovdan). The basis for cultural tourism
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make the memorial house of Zivojin Migi¢, a replica of Prince Milo$ Resi-
dence in Gornja Crnuc¢a, Museum of traditional crafts in the school building.
Shopping opportunities are related to biofood products, but also domestic
products sold by local residents. There is obvious support to the rural popu-
lation placing their agricultural products on the market. Fruit is being pro-
cessed in a biofood factory Grab.

Evaluation of the potentials is the best when it comes to opportunities to
improve. Furthermore, the construction of the hotel, with an indoor pool and spa
center, is planned. The summer season is more pronounced, and it is expected
that the number of visitors in winter and autumn increases by the construction
of the hotel. The visitors are from the surrounding cities (Cacak, Gornji Milano-
vac and Valjevo), but also from major emitting centres in Serbia (Belgrade and
Novi Sad). Tourist-recreation centre in Kostuni¢i has most visitors in summer,
because swimmers come to the lake formed by damming the Cemernica River.
Number of visitors is relatively small, as well as the rate of occupancy.

Organized arrivals of larger groups of visitors to the eco-village in Kostunici
are generally rare and those are team building associations and associations of
pensioners. Local tourist organization is dealing with promotion of the tourist
destination, and the participation of travel agencies in the organization of
destination is lacking. Safety and health are at a high level in terms of the level
of security, but the distance of health centres and police departments is evident.
Distribution of information is mainly done by the use of the Internet (on its own
site address and at the local tourist organization address).

Since this is a destination of tourism in the village, transport can be
analysed in terms of road traffic, while other forms of transport do not exist.
Transport will be promoted by construction of the highway, which will be
about 20 kilometers away. Currently available transport connections are local
roads that connect Kostunic¢i with the surrounding rural (Pranjani, Leusici,
Braji¢i) and urban settlements (Gornji Milanovac, Ca¢ak and Valjevo).

There is no hotel in the tourist-recreation centre in Kostuni¢i for now,
but its construction is planned, which means that the subelement of the pre-
dicted potential is of a high level, while the category and the rate of occupan-
cy are at low levels. Accommodation of guests is possible in rural “vajats”,
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apartments (“¢ardaci”) and rooms made of vats that were once used for fruit.
The accommodation and catering facilities (two restaurants) are made of
natural materials - wood and stone, with authentic interiors.

Additional tourist content includes the lake, formed by damming the
Cemernica River, sports facilities, pottery and handicrafts shops. Tourist-
recreation centre in Kostunici was granted the “Turisticki cvet (Tourist flow-
er)” award in the category of hospitality facility for accommodation in 2015.
International economic forum Perspectives awarded this tourist complex for
a special initiative in the entrepreneurial creativity for the area of Central
and South-Eastern Europe (http://ekoselo-kostunici.rs).
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Conclusion

Application of the FAS methodology, proposed by the World Tourism
Organization, allows complex scope of the elements of tourist destinations.
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It can be applied to examples of different destinations, and thus for rural
tourism destinations. Factors, attractors and support, with numerous subele-
ments, include the natural, socio-cultural, human, financial, organizational,
infrastructural and catering aspects of tourism research of the areas.

When it comes to the eco-village of Kostunici, the variable elements
significantly affect the value of the tourist destination in the context of work
necessary for placing goods on the market. An authentic and recognizable
tourist product of the eco-village makes it competitive on the market of rural
tourism, especially if one takes into account that it is located in the munici-
pality of Gornji Milanovac, which rural settlements demonstrate extraordi-
nary results in tourism.

Tourist destination factors of a relatively high level, relatively devel-
oped attractors, lower level of support in tourism, relatively small invest-
ment requirements indicate that it is a destination of tourism in the village,
which has not been developed yet, but cannot be classified as a destination in
development. The potentials that could attract visitors are related to events,
sales of biofood and domestic products.
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
