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In the second half of the 20th century intensive changes have occured in the settlements of the town of
Pozarevac. The biggest changes of the spacial-functional organisation are reflected in the transforma-
tion in the settlements due to the process of industralization and urbanisation on the one hand and de-
population and deagrarisation on the other hand. In this paper demografical and functional component
were analysed, which determined the formation and development of the settlements in this area. Dis-
proportion of function and population have influenced the begining and the existence of the hierarchy
between the settlements of different functional capacity. From that, spacial-functional connection of the
settlements, from which it can be see that most of the settlements directly and indirecty gravitates to the
municipal centar of Pozarevac, as well as to the secondary center of Kostolac. Using of the specific quan-
titative methods it has been determined that the changes were moving towards the reduction of purely
agrarian and increasing the share of the moderately-industrial and industrial-agrarian settlements.

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Territory of Gornji Milanovac municipality along with favorable geographical and traffic situation has
plenty of natural resources. Ages ago, with the beginnings of exploitation of mineral resources on Rud-
nik mountain, in Neolithic times, municipality became area of intensive people settling, forming settle-
ments and economic development. Contemporary settlements network in Gornji Milanovac community
contains one urban and 62 rural settlements. Rural settlements are affected with negative demographic
and social-economic trends. This paper shows the most important natural recourses of municipality,
their distribution and significance for social-economic development of settlements. Furthermore, un-
evenly population and concentration in the city has negative effects on demographic structure of rural
settlements. To show that rural settlements have potential, we preformed the functional comparison of
the rural settlements and urban centre. Cartographic analysis and graphical display of indicators will
show the importance of natural resources and their function as a factor of social-economic develop-
ment of rural settlements in the study area.
